El Paso, Tex., Aug. 3.—Reports from
the Yaqui 1%ndian country indicate that
many Amefican miners have been mur-
dered during the last few days, and that
the uprising is general, with at least a
thousand well-armed warriors concen-
trating in the mountaing overlooking the
Yaqui river valley. During the skir-
mishes that have.already occurred the
troops have suffered severely, while the
Indians retired to cover with but slight
loss.  The warriors fight from ambush
and are rarely overtaken in the open.
The mountains are covered with timber
and afford an excellent rendezvous for
the savages.. Americans who have
travelled among the Yaquis and are
familiar with their characters say that
the Mexican government is likely to
have another ten years’ war on its
hands.

It is learned from Hermosillo, Mexico,
that three regiments of cavalry, four
regiments of infantry, and two battalions
of artillery will constitute the army
which is going to the Yaquis’ stronghold
in the -Batueco mountains. All are or-
dered to move on Friday. The Yaquis
are moving in small detachments from
place to place, ravaging the country.
All of the tribes are headed off the
Batucco mountains.

St. Louis, Mo., Aug. 3.—A special to
the Globe-Demoerat ‘from Los Angeles
says: “ A despatch froma General A. L.
Torres has been received to the effect
that his father, thé famous General Luis
F. Torres, ‘'was wounded but not killed
by (the Yaquis.

Mine Owners and Workmen - Alike
Suffering Through Interruption
_ of Operations,.

W. H. Sandiford, manager of the
Northwest Mining Syndicate, who are
operating the Bosun mine at New Den-
ver, arrived in Nelson last night. ‘He
says that the mine was eompletely closed
down yestérday, and will not resume
operations wuntil the labor ‘troubles are
settled. For the past month work has
been carried: on by contract, but for
some reason, which Mr, Sandiford
would not explain,the miners: became
dissatisfied and demanded $3.50 for an.
eight-hour shift, which he could mot pay
without breaking away from ’'the Mine
Owners’ Protective Association. Devel--
opment work on the property has pro-
ceeded satisfactorily sincé the North--
west Mining Syndicate took it over 12
months ago, and there aré now a shafs
100 feet deep, three tunnels, No. 1 being
in 400 feet, No. 2 500 feet, and No. 3
200 feet. There has been shipped from
the property over one thousand tons of
ore, which have netted about $60 per
ton, s .

As a result of the persistent and lying
statements regarding the wages being
paid to miners at the Wakefield mines,
which have been published in the Nelson
Miner during the past week, and having
the reputed source they &id, all under-
ground ‘work at that mine has come to.a
standstill.

On Wednesday Ben Kneebone, the
contractor, threw up his contract, and
the twelve men employed by him came
down the hill. This was the outcome of
a practical refusal on the part of the
management to recognize the Union. It
was asked that not only should the men
receive union wages from the contract-
or, but that they should have these guar-
anteed - in  writing by the management.
Superintendent Patterson agreed to pay
the men whenever they desired, at the
end of every shift, or weekly; he would
pay the union wages; but he would not

sequently the men came down the hill,
as reported,

Mr. Kneebone informs us that, despite
the fact that he lost 25 per cent. of the
contract price of the work already done,
on account of his throwing up the con-
tract, yet he was able to give his men
their full wages and leave a balance for
himself.
