Fire Breaks Out in a House
- Containing Over a Hundred
People.

Eleven Unfortunates Lose Their
Lives and Seventee
Injured.

Vancouver, B. C., Feb. 2.~Thursday
evening witnessed a grim tragedy wi
dire results to the KFinnish settlers on
Malcolm jsland. ‘The news was brought
down last nignt by Matti Kurrika. In a
terrible fire, which broke out while the
men - were at a meeting in a large
dwelling, in which 24 families were liv-
ing, 11 persons were burned to death
and 17 injured.

'l‘he7 buJilding was the headquarters
of the company, and was three stories
high, and all the married members of
the settlement lived in it. There were
more than® a hundred people in the
building when the fire broke out.

+ STORY OF DISASTER.

Mr. Kurrika, whoiwith J. 'W. Bell of
this city caught the Coquitlam on Fri-
day morning and brotught the news here
tells the following story:

“Shortly after 8 o’clock on Thursday
evening the men were meeting in the
third story of the -doomed building
when they discovered the house on fire.
1 turned and 1;clold the people to leave

house quickly. )
th“%At: theqioot yof the stairs on the
ground floor. I pushed the door open
and was momentarily overcome with
smoke. The whole ground floor was
ablaze.

The stairway was still intact _:md men,
women and children came pouring down
it to safety. .The alarm had become
s0  general that the 1&7 men, women
and children in the building were all
aware of the danger. When T reached
the ground outside, men and womeén
were throwing their children from the
second story and jumping out after
them. Strange to say none of these
children were hurt.

STRUGGLE FOR LIFE.

“The most thrilling episode of the
awful night was the fight for lee of a
man named Wallam, who was seized by
Heinonen, who was made mad by the
calamity and kept him back in the
burning building. The men could be
seen struggling madly, while flames were
roaring around them. -At last, by a
‘mighty effort, Wallam, who is a power-
fwl man, lifted Heinonen in his arms
and threw him from the seconq gtory,
jumping after him. Both were injared,
but their lives were saved.

OBERG'S BRAVERY.

“While the mad-man was struggling
with Wallam, August Oberg was told
by his wife that she had saved her two
sons, but their daughters were still in
the building.

Oberg groped his way back thro_ugh
the smoke and into the room. The little
girls were still crying in the bed. He
seized one under each arm and mede
for the door, but the flame eaten planks
gave way, with him.and his children fell
crying from his.arms. When he rose to
his feet, the poor little ones were goue,
and if he had delayed a moment, he
would have met the same fate, as the
room was tumbling to pieces about him.

THEIR LOST CHILDREN.

J. 'W. Bell of Vancouver, was at the
fire and says he stood with other men
catching the children as they were
thrown from the windows. He says
that ‘Oberg, who strove in vain to save
his little daughters, was the last man
to leave the building alive. 'There was
despair and utter hopelessness on all
sides,  “The women could not speak
English except ‘“Baby,” and when I
asked them if they had lost any one,
=ome of them piteously cried: *Baby,
Baby,” and covered their faces in an
awful grief too deep for words.”

SOME OF THE VICTIMS.

Mrs. ‘Hantula and four children, who
perished, had recently arrived from Da-
kota; the father was absent in Vancou-
ver at the time of the fire. Two chil-
dren of this family were saved,

(Mrs. Lofbacka, a widow and two chil-
dren, who also perished, were recently
from 'Extenson, Vancouver Island; Mr.
Oberg lost two daughters, as already
related, 'but two boys of the family
were saved. -August Sortell was a
workman, aged 50.

HEROIC ACTS.

Many of the men performed acts of
great bravery and were badly burned.
Alr. Hantulla, who lost his wife and
four children, had recently arrived from
Dakota. Mrs. Lofbacka got her two
children into the hallway of the hotel,
‘bit all were overcome by the smoke and

Mr. Sortell, who was at the meeting
upstairs was coming down when he fell
through the charred floor and crashed
through into the roaring furnace of
flames, and could be seen through the
window  burning to death, ‘with one
hand upraised and standing erect.

Oswald Beckman, the postmaster, is

Is Bamfield
A Failure?

This Is the Question Cable
Experts Are Asking
Themselves.

The Land Line Across the
Island Causes Constant
Interruption.

Is the Bamfield ‘Creek cable station a
failure?

T'hose in the province who have been
given ‘‘a peep behind the scenes” are
seriously asking themselves that ques-
tion; and if the information which has
reached the Colonist be correct, the ca-
ble experts who are stationed at Bam-
field Creek have answered it in the af-
firmative.

That there should be any grounds for
asking such a question as the above,
will not come as a surprise {o the ini-
tiated. "The basis for the fear which
exists is shown by the remark attributed
to one of the cable experts, who is now
located at Bamfield Creek: “It’s a
case of a seven million dollar cable be-
ing attached to a clothes line.” In other
words, the cable is rendered inoperative
much of the time owing to the telegraph
line connecting Bamfield Creek with the
cable on the Eastern shore.of the Island
reaching to Vancouver being down very
often.

There is a large staff of operators sta-
tioned at Bamfield Creek, the major por-
tion of them being cable experts, and
the latter are very outspoken in saying
thé#t a huge blunder has been made in
choosing Bamfield Creek as a landing
point for the cable. They declare that
they are at a loss te understand why
the British and Canadian governments
and the Commercial Cable Company
should have been led into such a mis-
take, and express the belief that whefi

“biggest kind of a row.”

The one great difficulty seems to be
the impossibility of maintaining com-
munication with the Mainland, and con-
sequently with the world, over the land
wire which stretches across Vancouver
Island. t runs from the cable station
for a distance of two miles along the
sea front, being fastened in piaces ‘on
precipitous rocks, and then dashes off
across the Island over one of the most
rugged routes for a telegraph wire in
the world. Up to this date, since the
cable has been opened for commercial
burposes, the land wire has in many in-
stances, so it is alleged, been down for
‘days’' at a time, despite the most strenu-
ous efforts of the linesmen—who are
stationed at points five miles~ apart
across the Island. Of course when this
interruption occurs, the great seven mil-
lion  dollar Pacific cable is useless—its
business paralyzed.

‘Can this not be remedied and-the Isl-
apd° wire made. secure? Those-: who
¥best know the Island say- No7* Not un-
less a land cable is laid; and this,- the
Colonist’s informant ‘says, the C. P. R.;
which has the contract for giving the
cable people a land service, is seriously
considering. [If this be done, the cable
experts say, why not have had the Pa-
cific eable ‘“chored” at a point closer to
the Mainland in the first place? Had
it begn vun up Alberni canal—which al-
most cuts the Island in two—it would
have been all right. ©Or, had it been
moored at a point near Vietoria, there
never would have been the slightest
trouble.

As matters stand, it is a physical im-
possibility for an army of men to guar-
antee that the wire across Vancouver
Island from Bamfield, shall be up con-
tinuously. For days in the mountainous
section the linesmen in the winter time
can hardly leave their lonely eabins, and
if they do manage to get out, they find
a herculean task confronting them after
a storm has prostrated the trees and
poles in every direction.

It is not believed that the Imperial
and Dominion governments will allow
such  a ‘condition of affaire to exist very
long. The importance of being in com-
munication ‘with Esquimalt and the
fleet at an honr's notice is too great to
permit of condoning a lack of foresight,
fraught with tremendous possibilities in
time of war; and the cable men ar
Bamfield have their ears open anticipat-
ing the orders for a change which they
feel sure is coming.

There are among those who have ds-
cussed the matter some uncharitable
enough to say that those responsible for
having suggested the location of the ca-
ble station at Bamfield Creek were in-
spired hv a desire “to get a whack a*
Victoria”; /but the more important crit-
icism rests in the fact. which was point-
ed out by many and freely discussed
some months ago, ¢hat at Bamfield
Creek the cable is wholly unprotected.
In case of war, it could be destroved by
any fast vessel: whereas, if it had been,
as it was strong'y argued it should
have been, landed under the guns of
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acts of enemies.

Gentlemen,—Last year's season was not
as great a sugecess as we would have wish-
ed it ot beipither financially or otherwise.

As to our non-success in our games, it is
due to a number of causes. Lack of har-
mony amongst the players and neglect to
practice regularly. The successful manipu-
lation of a business depends largely upon
the goods offered for sale. Try to folst
upon the public an inferfor article and dis-
aster follows. The same applies to a la-
crosse team or any other line of sport. We
hear complaints of not being patronized.
This Is too true. We were not patronized,
that is,
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fault lie? With the public? No! With the
players. Produce the best article possible
and patronage will follow liberally. Have
the best or as nearly to it as possible. Once
the people of Victoria feel that we have
a good team to put In the field with a pos-
sible chance of winning, and they will en-
courage us in every way. But let it be
known that the result is a foregone con-
clusion and there is a very poor attend-

that meets the same obstacle.

There must be a considerable change 'n
the management of the team and business.
Economy in expenditure and liberality in
practices. As long as there are only just
the required number of men for a team
available so long will the interest lag. The
players know we cannot do without them
and become, independent, asking favors and
concessions out of reason. Refusing to prac-
tise because they know well they will be
called on in any event. If there were
twenty or more players striving to get a
place on the first twelve, there woul¢
fcllow a healthy rivalry for position, and
it would not be necessary to coax them In-
to line. Drop out these men who are half-
hearted. Give the younger boys a chance
to show what they can do. This will en-
courage them. Many times last 'season
younger members of the team were dis-
heartened simply »because ‘after putting in
faithful practice they were pushed aside
for some older player who had established
a reputation in past years and continued to
play upon that. No man can successfully
play on that alone. Speed and endurance
and abundant enthusiasm are essential, and
we must look to the younger members of
those qualities.

Much as I regret to make the suggestion,
it seems that the best thing for the na-
tional- game-in: Vietoria is—to.let drop. all
hopes of a senior team for.a ‘couple of

the ‘intermediate and junlor branches.  We

good senior team. Our crop of players fail-
ed some four or five years ago, and wd
have'no recruits to ‘draw:from. Now let us
cultivate these, and In a very short time
we will bave an infusion of new blood
who ‘will uphold the honor of our city
nobly.

The suggestion has been made to get men
from the East, finding them situations in
order to keep them here. 1 am¢averse to
this plan. It savors too much of profession-
alism. Besides, no one, I do not care who,
he or she is,: takes the same interest in
any game played by outsiders as when,
played by their own friends, brothers and
sons. What a glorious thrill comes over
us when we see one of the *‘boys,” whom
we all know and like, go through his op-
ponent’s defence, dodging the one, sprint-
ing past the next and finally by a wella
directed shot, scoring the winning goal.
Every spectator is personally Interested,
and is running with him. dodging, and
helping him on. With what pride we look
upon them and crowd about to shake hands
and shower congratulations. We are work-
ed up to a climax without really belng
aware of it'or knowing bow it is done. If
defeat comes, well they did their best any-
way, and will try again, maybe to succeed.
It is entirely different when the team Is
composed of strangers. The speectators pay
their money and expect to see a good game,
aJso come loaded with harsh criticisms, and
f they are defeated. walk away disgusted.
There is no reason why we should not
have good games here and well worth
watching, even if they are only intermed-
late. Last season there were several games
Dlayed and evenly contested. The specta-
tors enjoved them immensely, and improve-
ment would come with every mateh. A
league could be formed with Vancouver,
New Westminster and Nanaimo.

‘The trophies which were to be given to
the winners of the 1902 junior series last
fall will be presented to them ot the omen-
ing meeting of the season of 1903, which
takes place some time in March.

On the
amount it is bringing in at the present
time it is saving $4,020 a day, and with
the import increased to 500 cars a day,
the saying in duty to the rogd, by the
act of Congress, 'will be $6,700 a day.

“When the Jennings branch was open-
ed,” said a well posted official yester-
day, “the coal .mports of the Great
Northern railroad were 25 train loads a
day, ‘each train having 10 cars of 20 tons
each. This amount was wholly insuffi-
cient for the needs of the road, and it
was the intention to increase the output
of the mines as fast as possible so as tp
double it. This was being done at the
time Congress took off the duty on coal,
and, of course, this made it possible#to
increase the output in more ways than
one.

““The mines at Crow’s Nest Pass are
now working night and day, and cars are
being rushed in as fast as they can be
secured. To meet the demand for cars,
some of which have been engaged in the
coal trade of the road in Montana, are
being taken off the Montana and sent to
iCanada. s

*“The force at the Canadian mines has
been inereased and will be kept as large
as the capacity of the mines can be
worked for the next year.

‘“The amount of coal which the Great
Northern is bringing in at .the present
time may seem large, but it is not nearly
enough to supply that road alone. It is
the intention of the Great Northern to
finally develop the mines at Crow’s Nest
Pass until the Northern Pacific and Bur-
lington can be supplied with it on their
mountain divisions. This, however, will
probably not occur this year, or +while
the duty is off, for the reason that at
the present time the Great Northern has
no way. of delivering the product without
a long round-about haul of many miles.
‘Of course, this is not.the reason . now
for the non-sharing policy of the Great
Northern, as it has not any more Can-
adian coal than will accommodate its
own needs.

“There is little danger of the importa-
tions of coal from Canada by the Great
Northern having any effect on the work-
ing of this company’s properties in
Washington or Montana. The products
of the mines in thesé two states is need-
ed for the prairie divisions of the road.”

Veryﬁatisyfactory Results Shown by An-
o . nual Reports.

At the annual meeting of the Victoria
[Creamery Association, Limited, the re-
ports of the officers were highly satisfac-
tory to the large gathering of share-
holders and patrons present. The re-
iport of the wmecretary-treasurer showed
‘that after defraying all expenses of
i management a dividend of 5 per cent.
on the capital stock of $4,000 was
available, the calls on stockholders hav-
ing amounted to $2,800. The creamery
i has been in operation continuously and
has produced about 90 tons of butter
during the yast year, which was sold at
a minimum price of 25 cents per yound,
enabling the management to distribute
some $20,000 among the patrons, who
number about 80.

Stat-
ed first as a game for members of the
gymnasium classes of Young Men’s Chris
tian Associations, it has now attracted to
the attention of all classes of athletes,

interscholastic, 'Christian associations, and

. So prominent has it become that the
Amateur A1 erie Union has added basket
Lall to its list of sports for legislation on
an amateur basis, and the number of sus
pended teams recently made in the other
local association shows how rigidiy the Am
ateur Athletic Union is keeping watch over
its phase of athletic amusement.
