Mr. Justice Martin, which contained 
many valuable books. Referring to ~.e 
libraries throughout the province he be­
lieved It to be the intention of Mr. 
Douglas, librarian of the Vancouver 
Carnegie library- to install branch 
libraries throughout that city. The Vic­
toria public library had also been de­
cidedly moving fotward. They had en­
gaged the services of Miss Helen Stew­
art, whom he believed to be the first 
trained library worker to take up a 
position in this province.

He wantèd to thank the delegates 
very much indeed for coming to Vic­
toria for their convention, for besides 
enjoying their society, they liad par­
ticularly wished for their views on 
library work At this time.
