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which has ability to cruise 10,000 milea
without re-coaling. This latter ship
has two huge cranes, worked by hy-
draulic, which are large enough-to lift
a small vessel clean out.of the water
on to the deck within half a minute.
These cranes are fastened to the keel
of the repair ship. to prevent her tip-
ping over when lifting a large vessel.
These facts possibly throw light for
the general reader upon many matters
connected withathe royal navy, which
must have suggested thought at‘,times.
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
