Partly as a matter of news, and partly to
show the vile articleof bigotry which passes
in some quatters for Christianity, we give
a paragraph from the Dominfon Churhman,
referring to Rev. W.'S. Rainsford. Tom

Moore it was who said

« My soul has learnad to_scorn

Bigots alike, in Rome or England bomri
1 loathe the venom whencesoe’er it sp nﬁ, 4
From popes or lawyers, pastry-cooks or kings,

and the writer in the Churchwan has fu!
earned the ‘poet’s scorn. We say nothifig
of the Churchman’s expression of horro
at Mr. Rainsford’s indecorously appearing
with nothing on but a surplice, though
that is a matter which ought to be
brought under the notice of the police.
We would suggest, however, that a due
regard for health and comfort, to say
nothing of decorum, will probably induce
Mr. R. to dress more geasonably during the
winter months. That Mr. Raiusford so far
forgot what was due to the position of a
clergyman as to appear in company with
preachers of several denominations 1s cer-
tainly a most serious matter. If we mis-
take not some of the earlier Pharisees ex-
pressed in almost similar terms their right-
ams disapprobation of the conduct of the
first Christian teacher when he consorted
with people whom said Pharisees affected
to believe to be less righteous than them-
gelves, The position taken by the Church-
man is not without precedent. The way in
which the Churchman shiits the door in the
face of all Protestants who do not belong to
its particular sect reminds one of the lines :
+“He draws 8 Jittle circle.as narrow as his mind,

And shuts from all beyond it God’s mercy to

mankind.”

Yollowing is the Churchman’s article : |

“The daily papers announce that the re<
verend W. 8. Ramsford of Toronto has con-
sented to conduct service in convoeation
ball, Queen’s university, Kingston, on some
Sunday in January. Thisis not surprising,
as, last winter the same gentleman appeared
on the platform of convocation hail (a Pres-
byterian place of worship) in company with
preachers ot several denominations, and de-
livered a sermon on ‘‘Christian Unity.”
On that ‘occasion Mr. Rainsford wore only
a surplice —neither cassock, stole, nor hood
—and mutilated the evensong service of
the Church in a mapner regarded by many
as highly irreverent. The Exhortation,
Confession, Magniticat, Nunc Dimittis,
Crieed, Prayers and Benediction, were all
said. True, he had the grace to omit the
Absolution, but, as though to make
up for this, the -Prayer for the
Church Militant, and the Glow in
Excelsis, from the Eucharistic Office were
introduced.  This, it seems, is to the great
distress of all. loyal Churchmen, to be re-
peated. It is bad enough to have our hal-
lowed Liturey mangled and garbled in the
manner described, but it is, it possible,
even worse to se- a priest of the Church of
England conducting himself towards the
representatives of the various Protestant
denominations in such a manner as to lend
some faint shade of color to that favorite
illusion of all Protestants, that their parti-
cular sect has the same ecclesiastical status
as the Church. So deep is thé feeling in
this parish| that it is proposed te lay the
atter before the Lord Bishop inthe hope
that he mhy devise some means for the pre-
vention.of such occurrences, It is to be
noticed, too, that Mr. Raiusford, on the
occasion alluded to, did not even commu-
nicate with the Bishop of Ontarie into
whose parish he was intruding.”
