y MapRID, June 16 —There were five new
cases of cholera here yesterday and one
deavh. In the city of Valencia there were
two fresh cases, In the province of Val.
encia there were forty-eight new.cases and
twen&v geven deaths. The eity of Murcia
reports forty mew cases and seven deaths,
while the other parts of the province
report twelve fresh cases and four deaths.
In the province of Castellon de la Plana
yesterday there were eigh'y cases of
oholera and sixty deaths. Thirty thousand
poople have flad from Murcia. In the city
of Murcia alone yesterday there were,
according to the latest refurns, sixty-four
fresh cases of cholera and thirty-nine
deaths. In the province of Murcia outside
of the city there were fitty cases and
sixteen deaths.
