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FOR THE SINGLE TAX,
Conference Lust Night Between Alder-
men and Tax Reformers—Exemp-
tion of Personal Property.

The Executive Committee of the City
Council met last night in special session for
the purpose of hearing a deputation of

“single taxers. There were present repre-
sentatives of the Single Tax Association,
Nationalist Association, Knights of Labor
and other bodies.

First to address the committee was Mr.
Paul Campbell. He made a vigorous speech,
akking that the ratepayers be given an
opportunity to express an opinion on the
single tax question. He thought the Coun-
cil shonid apply for legislation to allow of
the exemption from taxation of persoual
property, including merchandise and in-
come, as well as machinery and buildings.

There was a long debate on the question,
the following speakers taking part: A. F.
Jury, P. H. Burton. R. T , B. Belcher,
S. T, Wood, A. C. Campbell, H. T. Ben-
son, Stewart Lyon and D. J. O’Donoghue.

Finally it was decided to adjourn until
Monda§ afternoon, when the question will
again be taken up.

A VEXED QUESTION SETTLED.

James Kavannagh Appointed Keeper of the
County Industrinl Home,

The York County Council a$ their sederunt
yesterday morning resolved to petition the
Legislature to. amend the Assessment Act
so-that when parties who appeal against the
assessment must do so abt some par-
ticular time to be specified by the Legisla-
ture. They also desired that in case the
appeal is not sustained the costa must be
borne by the appeliant. The petition also
askg for a similar amendment to the Fran-
chise Act. :

Councillor Bryans moved that tho&.egiah-
ture be pecitioned to legislate in such a way
as to prevent ‘‘city dudes” affer meeting
with accidents on country roads from bring-
ing action against the manicipality. The dis-
cussion which followed showed that there
was a general impression that it was always
a resident of the city who asked for dam-
ages, and that city jurors and the lawyers:
did the rest. The motion was smended s0
that the Legislature will be asked to define
what & ditcﬁ is, and to authorize that dam-
age claims be submitted to arbitration, and
was finally passed.

The afternoon was spent "in settling 2
question that has vexed the council for
many sessions, the direbtorship of the
County Industrial Home. Mr. Jared Irwin,
the present keeper, has for several
months been  standing under the
shadow of insinuations that he sold
the bodies of deceased inmates of the Home
after being ordered to bury them. The In-
spector of Anatomy has alsb been suspected
of complieity in some such scheme. After
these two gentlemen had been heard, the
eouncil resolved itself into two parties, and
the expression “this side of the housa” wag |
often heard. A bylaw was introduced to
appoint & keeper of tne Home and the
names ofgJared Irwin, James Kavanagh,
James Armstrong, J. P. Wheeler and
Charles Irwin were suggested to fill the
blank. At the first vote in Committee of
the Whole Messrs. J. Irwin and Kavanagh
each received 13 votes, but none of the can-
didates gov & majority of the votes. A
gsecond vote resulted in the same
way. Then, at the suggestion of
Mr. Stephenson, Reeve of East Toronto,
a vote by ballot was taken in council. This
resulted in 22 votes for Mr. Kavanagh and
90 for Mr. J. Irwin. The bylaw passed
after a clanse had been added, making it
take effect on Jan. 2 next.

Mr. Ross gave notice that he would, at
the next sitting, move that toll gate No. 4,
on Yonge-street, be abolished, and that No.
3 be moved as far north as lot 88.

Ex-Warden Pagsley gave a notice of
motion to the effect that ‘“‘the time bas
arrived when the County of York should be
separated from the city of Toronto, for
judicial as well as maunicipal purposes.”

At 3 o'clock this afternoon the council
will recsive a deputation from the City
Council to consider the taking over of the
Lake Shore-road.

Important to Club Officers,

The Court of Common Pleas was yester-
day asked to quash a conviction in the case
of the Queen v. Hodgins. The case comes
from Ottawa and is of importance to affi-
cery of clubs. The defendant was secre-
tary-treasurer of the OttawaClub,which h
since ceased to exist, and during his term
of office one of the members of the club was
entertaining a number of his friends at a
dinner at the club. Daring the evening
one ‘of the guests, nota member of the
club, ordered certain liquors, which were
supplied to him, and his cheok was accept-
ed in payment thereof. The check turned
out tn be defective and the gentleman who
gave it had to be applied to to remedy the
defect. This was done by Mr. Hodgins,
and although he protested that be was not
aware that the check was in payment of
liquor the magistrate held that che evi-
dence was sufficient and comvicted him.
Judgment was reserved by the court.
