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Gerrard-stroet a Leading Thoroughfare,
The property-owners in Gerrard-strest east
bave acted wisely in their decision;to con-
sider the'advisability of paving that street
from kerb to kerb instead of merely between
the tracks. Gerrard and College-streets
form the only thoroughfares running east and
west between Queen and Bloor-streets,. The
street railway will soon be rynning along
this route from High Park to Greenwood-
avenue, that is from oneend of the city to
the other. Along the route are many public
Institutions, such as the hospital, jail, Pavi-
lion, = University and colleges, ' the
Athlétic Club, Association Hall -and
many other uptown halls and public
biildings. Gerrard-street has the” only high
/ level bridge over the Don and there is a sab-
way under the Grand Trunk at Carlaw-
avenue. This'high bridge and subway do
away with the three grade crossings that are
met with in Queen-street east, thus giving
Gerrard-street a great advantage over its
rival to the south., In a short time Gerrard-
street will be a popuiar thoroughfare for
wagons and carriages coming iato the city
from theeast, As soon as the street is ex-
tended for half a mile, direct{connection will
be had with the Kingston-road and East To-
ronto, thereby tapping the traffic of this
centre with its population of over 2000, The
people of Gerrard-street should bear this in
mind when considering the paving of the
street. It will pay them to do all they ean
towards making Gerrard-street one of the
main thoroughfares leading out of Toronto,

Shall We Trust the Work to Local Men ?

It our plant for bringing water from the
present supposed intake to the pumping well
%1 been efficiently constructed we would
probadly have been supplied with as pure
water as is anywhers to be found in Lake
Ontario. But there is a doubt about our
ever baving been supplied with lake water at
all, At any rate, it is certain that if we
hgve had lake water it has not come from
the supposed intake, where the water is 60
féoc deep, but from a point much nearer tho
shore, where the water is riley and dirty
whenever the lake is agitated by storms
-The cause of our muddy water in days gone
by isnow quite evident. Had the supply
come from the end of the extension pips it
is more than likely that the water would
have maintained a constant purity indep
dent of the weather.

‘We have never had a practical test of the
water at the intake. It may be pure, it no
doubt i§ pure, but the enginesr who under-
took to supply it scamped the job and we
simply threw our money into the sea and were
deceived in addition, which was a worse fea-
ture than the financial loss, Have wenotbad
enough to do with cheap men and cheap
methods to convince us of the folly of pur-
suing the same methods in the future?

Assuming the necessity for the construc-
tion of a new conduit system, the next ques-

“tion that preeents itself is this; Have we an
official in the city service whois competent
to outline the best system under existing
conditions and to superintend the neces
sary construction? Our chief executive
officer should enquire as to this. Let
Mayor Fleming tell the public whether
Mr. Keating isan expert as an hydraunlic
engineer; whether he has had such exper-
ience as would warrant him in deciding or
this problem. What does Mr. Keating him-
self say ?

Let the Mayor tell us whether his policy is
to trust the lotial men, the same as we. have
done with such disastrous results in the past;
or whether we shall call in experts who have
constructed water systems of equal or
greater magnitude in other places? One
thing is certain, the city cannot afford to do
any further bungling in our water system.
Up to the present local iucompetant; bhave
been responsible for all our trouble. We
should trust the work to no oJne except an
engineer of tried ability and of large actual
experience in this connection.

Don't Disfigure St. George-street.

George-street near Bloor-street is’ one that
should be knocked in the head. 8t. George-
street is the handsomest roadway in the city.
The location of the proposed stable is within
a few hundred feet of the most beautiful and
costly houses in Toronto: - A livery stable in
this neighborhood is thoroughly out of place.
The people living there are the biggest taxpay-
ers in the city, and their petition should be
duly considered and the request contained
therein shouid be granted, if this be possible.No
hardship will be suffered by the livery man
as there are many otlier sites near by where
he can carry on his business as profitably as
in St. George-street.
A Rival of the Storage Battery.
What.is called a benzine cabis a novel
means of transportation. It has its origin in
Germany, and the first cab in éxistence was
completed a- month ago, and started on an
exhibition trip irom Mannbeim to Berlin. It
is reported to have 1olled over the country
roads at the rate of 15 or 16 miles an hour,
and at an expense of half a cent’s worth of
benzine per mile.

CHICAGO EXHIBITION,

-

Papers Read on the A!ooml Evolution of

Most Interest Was Centred in the
Dress Reform Discassion,

CHIcAGO, May 16.—The delegates to the
Women's Congress started in bright and
early this morning for a hard day's work.
The program for the week comprises a four-
hour morning session each day,a visit to the
World's Fair each afternoon and a three-
hour session ia the evening.

Mrs, Charlotte Emerson Brown presided
this morning over an audience of 1500 in the
ball of © Washington and after de-
votional exercises a number of foreign
representatives were introduced by Mrs.
Potter Palmer and Mrs, CharlesjHenrotin.
The paper upon the civil and social ovolue
tion of women was read by the venerable
Elizaveth Cady Stanton of New York and in
the discussion which followed Margaret
Parker of Scotland, Louise E. Thomas of the
Woman's Centenary Association, Dr. Emily
Howard Stowe, president of the Woman's
franchisement Association of Canada, and
r. Jannie Losier; president of Sorosis, took
gmminmt part. After this subject had been
isposed of Marie Stromberg of Russia, who
was given a cordial welcome, presented a
paper upon the evolution of the Russian
woman in which she traced the gradual rise
of the sex'in her native country socially and
intellectually for the past century.

Politics was the theme of the gathering in
the big hall of Columbus, where the audience
numbered about 2000, Jane Cobden Unwin,
representative of the Woman's Franchise
League.of England, opened the proceedings
with & paper by Miss Brown of London
upon the woman fn the municipal
government which-gavean interesting re-
view of the struggle of the women of England
for their political rights; and the measures of
Success that had crowned their efforts,
Ida A. Harper of Indiana told something
about the political influence of women in
American municipalities. The conference
then branched off to a consideration of wo-
men. as an actual force in politics, and the
Countess of Aberdeen spoke at length upon
the subject. She was followed by Lillie De-
vareaux Blake of New York, and a short
address by Martha Strickland of Michigan
upon the position and influence of women in
city law brought the session to a close.

Mrs. Mary Wright Sewall gresided over
the department congress on reform,
and it was here that expectation was on tip.
toe. Lucy Stone, a pioneer reformer, Fran-
ces M. Steele, Annie J. Miller, the apostle of
the modern movement; Octava Bates and
announced as
speakers,-and a large andience eager to in-
spect the bloomer and divided skirt in actual
service gathered in the ball, A ripple of ex-
citement moved across the asssmblage when
Mrs, Sewall advanced to the stage.
She 'wore a dress reform costume,
the noticeable ‘‘reform” feature being
short skirts. During the morning Mrs.
Sewall had been flitting about the cor-
ridors greatly to the admiration of spec-
tators, but she attracted most attention
when she advanced to the stage in Columbus
Hall and took her stand beside Charlotte
Emerson Brown. She wore a closely fittin,
dark blue dress, with full skirts about 1
inches from the ground. Below the dress,
and encasing a serviceable pair of walking
shoes, were high blue gaiters. Mrs. Brown
bad just called the meeting to order, when
Mrs, Sewall arrived to make several an-
nouncements. Possibly the audience gave
1more attention to the costume than the words.
A number of others who were called to
appear so conspicuously wore similar cos-
tumes to that of Mrs. Sewall, notably, Miss
Rachel Foster Avery.

In hall seven the annual congress of the
Eastern Star, a branch of masoary to which
the female relatives of master masons ara
aloune eligible for membership, was called to
order by the Mcst Worthy Grand Matron
Mrs, Mary C. Snedding.

The session, after prayer and musical exer-
cises, was devoted to addresses of welcome
by the past officers. The congresses in other
