JONDN MACDONALD.

A Magnificent Ceremony With a Grand
Military Display—Speeches By Stir nlyne-
kenzie Bowell, Sir Adolphe Caron and
the Lieutenant-Governors of Ontario
and Nova Scotia,

Ottawa, July 1.—The national holiday
was well chosen for the unveiling of
Sir John Macdonald’'s statue on Pél‘-
liament Hill. It would have been im-
possible on any other day to have secur-
ed the attendance at a public function
in Ottawa of such a splendid gathering
as witnessed the ceremo this after-
noon. The military display was per-
haps the best ever seen here. The en-
tire square was lined with troops in
parade order, the corps participating
peing the 43rd Ottawa, Carleton Rifles,
the 5th Royal Scots of Montreal, Gov-
ernor-General’s Foot Guards, Princess
Louise Dragoon Guards and Ottawa
Field Battery. The artillery fired a roy-
al salute as the veiling fell from the
great bronze statue at Premier Bowell’s
touch. The Dragoons made their first
appearance as a lance regiment. At
least 10,000 people saw the ceremony
from the spacious lawns and walks, and
even from the roofs of the Parliament
buildings.

The Ministers Present.

The statue stands at the east side of
the Parliament House. A platform was
erected against the nearest wall, enter-
ed by temporary steps from a window
of the Railway Committee room of the
Senate. This stage, arranged to seat
200, was fully crowded by . invited
guests, including dignitaries ;of state
and the myrmidons of officialdom. Hon.

‘William Macdougall was accorded a]

place of honor. There wére judges of
the Supreme Court present, leading
clergymen, speakers and members of
both Houses. The Cabinet Ministers
present wére : Sir Mackenzie Bowell,
Sir Adolphe Caron, Hons. G. E. Foster,
John Costigan, T. Mayne Daly, A. R.
Angers, W, H. Montague and Dickey.

The bustle of arrangement on the
platform was broken by the boom of
the 12-o’clock gun. Then followed the
salute from the battery and the crash
of bands playing the National Ahthem.

The silver-haired Prime Minister, fac-
ing the covered statue, delivered his ad-
dress of dedication, Thete was a move-
ment of the attaching cords, the veil
which shrouded the statue and the fig-
ure at the base fell clear away. The
heroic figure of Sir John Macdonala
sprang into view, and when the majesty
of its pose and faithful likeness ef well-
remembered features, moulded in im-
pressible bronze, came into
view, a chegr broke forth,
that gathered in yolume, and rolled out
over the city, as the more remote
crowds caught it up. The ceremonial
had been characterized by all the cir-
cumstance with which the civil and
military display could invest it, or a
hearty popular participation fitly carry
out,

The Premiers Address.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell said: No one has
embalmed the memory of Sir John Mac-
donald in nobler language than the
pbresent leader of the Opposition, whose
address in 1891, when referring te the
loss which Canada had sustained in his
death, will not soon be forgotten. I
regret sincerely his engagements,which
have prevented his presence on this oc-
casion, but his absence does not, I ven-
ture to say, deprive us of his sympathy.
We all recognize the fact that the lab-
ors of t&&%;:d man were labors for our
commpon ¢ try, and that the honors
which he wore were honors paid to our
common publiec serviece, to that service
In which, with different policies, we who
are in public life have devoted our-
selves. The generation is now growing
old which is in a condition to bear per-
sonal testimony to the labors and anx-
feties of those who framed the consti-
tution and the institutions of the Do-
minion of Carada, and in those labors
and anxieties Sir John Macdonald had
the largest share. Those among you
who are young, and who see all about
you the machinery of government, of
law, of commerce and of transporta-
tion, running easily and successfully
day by day, would do well to study
with some degree of minute care the
history of the last half-century in Can-
ada. TIn that time the whole face of
the country has been, so to speak, al-

" tered, in territorial extent, in commer-

cial activity, in facilites for transport,
in political conditions, in the character
of our Iaws and our institutions, Canada
has witnessed such changes as would
startle many, if not most, of our prede-
cessors, who passed away at an earlier
stage of our development, It was,
however, very characteristic of Sit John
Macdonald that, though he was witness
and a worker in all the remarkable
changes of his time, he was never star-
tled at changes, and never doubtful
about the capacity of the country\ for
Browth and development. His n*nd
Wwas so constituted that new conditians
did not confuse him, and he seemed ‘to
8row greater in his capacity as tﬁg
country grew greater in size and im-
portance ; indeed, so easily did _he aec-
custom himself to the changed- and
char_)glng conditions of public adminis-
tration, and the multiplication of seri-
ous responsibilities, that he was known
to say that after a]] his most strenuous
Work was done before Confederation.

Monument to Montreal’s Founder Unvelled
By Hon. 3Mr. Chapleau.

Montreal, Que., July 1.—The great fea-
ture in the' celebration of Dominion
Day was the unveiling of the Maison-
neuve monument, erected in Place
d’Armes, midway between the Bank of
Montreal and Notre Dame Church, to
the memory of the founder of the com-
mercial metropolis, Paul Chomedy de
Maisonneuve sailed away from France
almost 250 years ago, a lover of his
"country and a paftriot in every sense
of the word. Yesterday the splendid
bronze statue erected to his memory
was shrouded by a Union Jack, and to-
day the same was unveiled, while the
meteor flag of England waved from
the towers of Notre Dame. Judge Pag-
nuello, Lieutenant-Governor Chapleau,
Mayor Villeneuve, the French Consul,
Rev. Abbe Colin (Superior of St. Sul-
pice) made speeches in “French, and
Sir William Hingston delivered the
English address. The addresses were
extremely Canadian in tone, and Mal-
sonneuve was extolled net on account of
what he had done for h's native land,
but rather for the services he had ren-
dered the colony of Montreal,

“What does it matter,” exclaimed
Hon. J. A. Chapleau, in a burst ofr
patriotic eloquence, *““ if a man be Eng-
lish or French, Protestant or Catholic,
as long as he works away for the up-
building of Canada and for the advance-
ment of the Confederation?”’ a senti-
ment that was cheered to the echo by
the vast multitude present. - Rev. Su-
perior Colin, the old man eloquent of
St. Sulpice, claimed that the principles
which French-Canadians had learned
from such heroes as Maisonneuve had
fortified them in their unswerving de-
votion and loyalty to British rule. At-
ter the ceremony was over the Govera
nor and party and about 200 ladies and
gentlemen were invited to take lunch
in the Seminary Garden, and it was
the first time in 200 years that a woman
had ever crossed these grounds. The
company passed in through the very
door where Rev. Father Carrol, after-
wards Bishop of Baltimore, entered ag
George Washington’s emissary, 120
years ago, and-tried to enlist sympatny
for the r utionary cause. The loyal
sons of St. Sulpice quietly listened to
the proposition. of their co-religionist
from over the border, and when he had
finished they indignantly showed him
the door.

The politicians are already on the
alert in connection with the vacancy
in St. Anne’s Division, caused by the
death of Ald. P. L_eKnnedy. It is said
that Mr. C. A. Mac nnell, ex-President
of the Sir John M#icdonald Club, will
be the Conservative nominee, ang if so
this gentleman’s chances or success ap-
pear to be excellent. Mr. Macdonnel
would be a credit to the Irish Catholic
element, to which the seat belongs, and
the Young Conservatives would don the
war paint to a man in his behalr.

AN NEWFOUNDLAND.
Sir Herber:t Murray Leaved—The Govern-
ment Paying All Clatms.
St. John’s, Nfid., July 1.—Sir Herbert
Murray, the British Relief Commission-
er, left for England aSturday night, af-
ter a three-months’ stay. His relief op-
erations include the whole country. It
is estimated that he distributed $124,000.
The Government is paying all clagns
of debenture-holders and its obliga-
tions of every character to-day.
General discontent exists over the re.
forms. It is alleged by the Opposition
press.that Newfoundland ‘'offered to give
Canada the whole of Labrador as a se-
curity for a loan of $2,000,000, thus giv-
ing Canada full control of the principal
fisheries.
The Legislature to-day is providing
additional legal machjnery to windeup
the suspended banks.
The fishery operations, which are go-
ing along the whole coast, show the
best prospect in 20 years.

The
medical men ¢ould discover no depression
of the bode on.the outer table, but the
inner one may be fractured. Provided
no complications ensue, the young man
has good. chances of recovery.
