Tvery Norweigen woman over 25
years who earns at least a ~yearly in-
come of $82.40 in country districts,
or $110 in towns, and has paid faxes
on such an income, is entitled to
vote.

In
other words, all women over 25
years, no matter what class—unmar-
ried, married, or widows—whothem-
selves or whose husbands have paid
the above taxes, have the right to
vote, and even to be . elected a mem-
ber of the Norwegian Parliament.

Farm Drainage—Its Cost and
Its Advantages

Thorough under-drainage may cost
from $20 to $40 per acre, but it will
pay for itself in from one three years
because :

1—TLand is ready for seeding earl-
ier in the spring.

2—The soil js warmer in the early
spring. The seed, therefore, germin-
ates more promptly and begins a
healthy growth at once.

3—There is no drowning out of
crops due to heavy and continued
rains.

4—Fertilizers are not lost by sur-

face washing .
5—More air circulates through
drained than through undrained

soils, and all crops require pure air
for their best growth.

6—Roots of plants go deeper in
drained than undrained lands. This
not only gives them greater feeding
range, but makes them more drought
resistant, because they are nearer
the water line in dry seasons.

7—DFrosts do less injury to crops
The drains make it possible to get
better catches of grasses and clovers
and minimize the losses from late
spring and early fall frosts.

8—Drained land is more easily
worked than undrained. The cost
of man-power, horse-power and ma-
chinery is thus materially reduced.
—Central Experimentel Farm Bulle-
tin.

In the issue of January 24th of your
paper there is a report of a special meet-
ing of the Watford Municipal Council
held on January 20th, at the call of Reeve
Stapleford to pass a motion that our
Clerk, W. S. Fuller, be authorized to call
on me and request me to hand over all
papers belonging to the corporation. /Mr.
McKercher moved and Mr. Fowler sec-
onded this motion. None of these part-
ies ever asked me if I had any such pap-
ers. Had they asked me they would
have found out I had no papers to hand
over, but any I had were in my “osses-
sion as agent and solictor 6f the Domin-
ion Government respecting both the post-
office and armory sites, and that the
Government had been sant the registered
deed of the armory site and a report on
title of the postoffice site with a deed of
same approved of for execution. I un
derstand both Mr. Doan and Mr. Hawn
explained this at the council meeting,
but Mr. Stapleford and the mover and
seconder of the motion, still for no.bene-
fit allowed it to go through, which might
create a false impression in the minds of
the public. So far this council meeting*
was so much waste time and need not
have been held if Mr. Stapleford had
wanted to do what any ordinary man
S)I()!l]l‘, but I will excuse him. I am
again surprised to read Mz pleford’s
letter in last week’s issuf/or?:;‘ur paper
re postoffice and armory. He took office
on January 13th and claims he has a
lo_ttcr in his possession dated January
17th, stating that his request for $2,000
to pay for sites had been” granted.  Mr.
Stapleford would try to make us beiieve
he is a wonderful man. Just to think of
it, he takes office on January 13th; and in
a few days his request mentioned is
granted. This certainly is remarkable,
In the first place I understand he' told
certain members of the Government at
Ottawa we would give the postoffice site
free if they would  build us a postoffice
here.
