JURORS AND JURIES,

It is a reasonable fact that with all the
wisdom of our Leégislature, particularly
those members who are considered exs
pérts in the framing of laws for the ad-
ministration of Justice in our-Province,
and the admitted errors arising from the
defective principle in making. selections
of jurors, that a change has not taken
place with regard, to the fitness of thoso
chosen to assumie the responsibilities of
petit juors. It is an easy matter for &
maw. ¢f ordinary abilities to detgrmine
whethét or pop. there is m 'm?u:
dénce gnbmitted on thesfart orown
to send.a'person. eharged to trial, but it is
guite another thing to determiné on the'
/whole evidence addueced at the trial of a
cause whether a defendant is guilty or
innocent, and the jury who hear the pros
and cons of a case,should be men of busi-
ness habits and ability, such as our grand
juries are generally composed of, who
would not be led away by the sympa-
thetic address of an eminent tounsel or
extrinsic evidence, but dispose of the mat-
ter acecording to its merits, and the weight
of evidence. There are not wanting, in-
stances where injustice has been done by
inattention to the evidence adduced and
ignorance of business matters (yet no
doubt desiring to do justice) they allow
the evidence -of fact to merge in the pic-
ture which may be drawn by the lawyers
at the conclusion of the case, which,
summoning up, takes possession of their
winds, and in their honest simplicity take
it for granted that one ‘who can portray
#nch a bright and forcible case, could not
be gnilty of an exaggeration of facts or
to have any other motive than from sym-
pathy. for his client, (counsg] fee includ-
ed) and having retired to the jury room
they then discnss the arguments of couni-
sel, -ignoring to a great extent the sworn
evidencl'or the hearing of the case.

In the case of a person charged with
the crime of murder, the most illiterate
men in connty could determine
whether there was sufficient evidence to
sarrent a suspigion, and put a prisoner
on trial, and &t the hearifig’ of such &
case, those who are to decide whether the

our

verdict shail result in acqnittal or death,
shonld be men of sterling qualities and
ability, competent to weigh evidence,
not alone as to bare statements of wit-
nesses, but take into consideration the
motives and manner of their testifying,
and thereby administer justice to their
We believe the staud-
ard of juries shonld be reversed, and
those of the highest wental ability select-
ed to decide as to the guilt qQr innocence
of any unfortunate prisoner, and the same
evil arises in civil sunits, as the petit jurors
of to-day, as a whole, are not sufficiently
versed in business tactics to see throngh
the quirks and quibbles resorted to in
many cases for the purpose of procuring
a verdict.

KILLED BY THE CARS.

WM. O'BRIEN A C. § R. BRAKEMAN KILLED
WHILE MAKING A COUPLING IN THE YARD.

Wm. O'Brien, a hrakeman who was in
the employ of the Canada Southern Rail-
way Co. under Mr, A. Elle‘rby,c«mdnctur.
laid off last night from his regular run, to
work in the Yard in place of Wm.

Smith, McIarty and Van-
buskitk performing the operation, but
the petient never rallied, aud a short time
after the amputation he breathed his last.
