A quanuty of meat
was hung up in a closed room until de-
composed, and then a chafing dish was
wtrodoced and 500 grammes of coffee
thrown on the fire. o a few minutes
the room wes compietely disinfested.
In another room sulphuretted hydrogen
and ammonia were developed, and
pinety grammes of coffee destroyed
the smell in about balf a minute, It
is aleo stated that coffre destroys the

smell of musk, casteerum and asa’mtida.
As a proof that the nuxious smells are
teally decomposed by the fumes of
coftee and not merely overpowered by
them, it is stated that the first vepors
of the coffee were not emelled at all,
| and are therefore chemioally absorbed,
while the other =smells gradoslly
diminish es the fumigation continues.
