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—NEITHER in this province nor in the
dominion have we ever had any of those
fierce conflicts which of late years have
taken place between labor and capital among
our neighbors to the south. The last few
years have witnessed many of these over
there, each succeeding one appearing to be
more far reaching in the numbers affected by
it, and more destructive to the life and
property of those engaged in it. But the
great railway strike #6w going on surpasses
anything of the kind ever witnessed before,
and from present appearances it bids fair to
bring about such a conflict between certain
labor unions and the federal authorities as
will come dangerously near to civil war.

The trouble began with the employes of
the Pullman Car Company, at Pullman, a
suburb of Chicago, who struck in consequence
of a reduction of wages, which the company’s
officials declare was rendered necessary by
the business depression. Then the Ameri-
can Railway Union took up the cause of their
fellow-laborers and declared a boycott against
all railway companies using Pullman cars,
and ordered out all the employes of such
companies. This action of the railway men
so broadened the fight as to reach nearly
every important line in the United States.
As a result, hundreds of trains have been
stopped and a large part of the railway busi-
ness of the central statesis paralyzed. Now
the various trades unions have come forward
and threaten to call out their entire member-
ship of over 150,000 men if the demands of
the Pullman Company’s employes be not
granted.

In the meantime the railway companies,
claiming that it is an injustice for them to
suffer in consequence of a dispute between
the Pullman Company and its employes,
have combined to fight the strikers to the

ter end, and have called upon the central

nment at Washington for assistance.
assistance will be given as a matter of
The Attorney-General of Mr.
hnd's government bhas declared that
ole power at the disposal of the gov-
ent must be used, if necessary, to
btect trains carrying the mails, and to see
at such trains are not interfered with.
The various labor-organizations arrayed upon
one side of this fight have an extensive and
influential membership, while the railway
companies on the other hand include many
of the wealthiest and most influential cor-
porations in the United States. If theseare
backed by the central government, which
has at its command the entire United States
army, the fight can end in but one way—in
the defeat of the strikers, and the triumph
of law and order. But in the meantime the
loss to the various labor interests affected by
the strike, and to the business of the coun’ry
generally, is something enormous, while from
present appearances the affair is likely to
end only in bloodshed, and possibly civil
war, on a small scale.

In this, as in a good many of the conflicts
between labor and capital of recent years,
the labor interests, while suffering most,
seem very largely to blame. This strize
seems foolish and ill-advised, and from the
labor point of view, is indefensible. The
trouble has been caused by having men suffer-
ing from ““big head” at the head of the
labor organizations. A man of this stamp is
a nuisance under any circumstance, buat put
him in office and the amount of mischief he
can do is limited only by the limit to his in-
fluence and powers.

To most men this would appear to be &
bad time for a strike, even if the cause were
just and reasonable. How much more fool-
ish and ill-advised does it appear when it is
seen that ninety-nine out of every hundred
men among the strikers have no grievance
whatever against their own employers, but
are striking out of sympathy with the em-
ployes of the Pullman Company. That is,
they are punishing their employers, who
have used them all right, because the employ-
ers of some other workmen have not. That
{s about as reasonable as a good many other
strikes have been.

—ONE of the planks in the platform of
the Patrons of Industry of Ontario is the
abolition of Government House, or the offi-
cial residence of the Lieutenant-Governor.
The Patrons think that where a Lieut-Gov-
ernor receives a salary of $10,000.00 a year
he should provide himself with a residence
at his own expense, instead of having it pro-
vided at the expense of the province, as is
now done in all the provinces of the domin-
fon. If the first cost of these residences
wero all, probably no objection would ever

ave been raised, but they are each accus-

sd—to cost the province to which they
bng somewhere from three to seven or

Eht thousand dollars a year for repairs,
urnishings, etc. The party in opposition is
accustomed to criticise the government of
the day for these expenditures on Govern-
ment House, and to make all manner of in-
sinuations of extravagance and corruption
in connection therewith, and then when they
get into power themselves to turn right
around and spend as large or even larger
smounts in the same way. Whether the
amounts so charged in the public accounts
‘represent honest expenditures or stealings
we are not in & position to say; but if the
policy of the Patrons were carried out and
these official residences abolished, - there
would be no necessity for these large yearly

‘expenditures on Government House. And
“it does look as if a man with a salary of ten
thousand dollars & year ought not to need
“house rent thrown in.

—:-Tt'wyf; that over thirteen hundred

crates of stfawberries were sent to Halifax
“on one day last week by the Windsor and
Annapolis railway, gives an idea of the extent
to which the small fruit industry of the val-
ley is increasing. Each of these crates con-
tained just a bushel of berries, so that one
“day’s shipment amounted to over thirteen
huudz;ad\()whcla. In addition to that a con-
siderable quantity was sent to St. John, Bos-
> ton, and Lunenburg on the same day. One
“.would suppose that the shipment of such an
“ enormous quantity would completely break
down the market and render them unsaleable.
But it seems that such was not the case, as
. we learn that the lowest sales made were
.from five to seven cents per quart, which is
Dot below a paying basis for the grower.
And it is only when they do get down to
these prices that chey come within the reach
of the poorer classes in our cities, conse-
. quently a reduction of a few cents per gquart

« s in-the price Teans an enormous increase in

- the consumption.
Without doubt strawberries are our most
. delicious fruit,—the very acme of perfection
of all the berries which the earth produces.
For this reason the demand for them has kept
pace with the enormous increase in the pro-
duction of the last few years. We think,
therefore, thatour growers need bave no fears
about finding a market for them, although
the price may occasionally drop pretty near
. to the line of the cost of production.
