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that of the plaintiff, and thereby to injure
him ; and accordingly granted a perpetual
injunction.

Summing up briefly the resuits of the
varlous decisions, the following proposition
may, we think, be taken as a correct state-
ment of the Iaw relating to personal trade
naines, as it at present stands. A trader
who adopts as his business name that which
is an accurate statement of an existing state
of facts-e.g., his own name if trading alone,
or his own in combination with those of his
partners, or a comprehiensive description of
them-cannot, in the absence of fraud, be
restrained from so doing.-Law Journal (Lon-
don).
