During the winter it is
impossible for ms to go to that place, wub any kind of
reaularity, and consequently for the present they can
have no setvice. Indeed, for tho last six weeks, it has
been very diflicult to travel above Portland. Weare
in thoe midst of a snow-storm such as seidom occurs in
this region, and there is just reason fo fear that stock

driven from the states the past season will perish,
Lvery kind of provision is very high and likely to be
very scarce—I suppose that the cost of living will be
advanced at least one-third above the former rates.
We are beginning to look with much interest for impor-
tation of flour and provisions generally from the States,
1 mention thesc things becanss they bhave an important
bearing on our plans and operations in Churchmatters.
