They ‘' strongly disspproved " as one
men, They ‘‘strongiy protested” witbout’a
dissenting voice. They ‘‘rogarded wivh indig-
pation ” and * expressed their sbrong displeas-
ure” in unanimous resolutions, in cheeriog,
renewed cheering aad persistens gheering. But
what is to be the effect of ib all ? Nobody who
kuows snything about the matter looks upon
disatlowance as even remotely pomsibly now.
The question has bccome o question of law and
these meetings cannot have one particle of effect
upon the judgment of bho courts, If Mr. Mer-
cier reads the veporta of the mesting we can im-
agine him saying : * How well these gentlemen
are dotog my work ! " And if the Suparior of
the Jesuits reads the roports we con imagine
him sayiug : ** How well thuse gentlemen are
doing my work ! ” The act encorporating bthe
Jesuits and the act endowing the Juesuits were
bath b?gbly objectionable to a large section of
the Catholics of this prevince. But the meet-
ing identifi~= the cpposition to <he acts with
msny things thad ar« objectionable to the French
Cauadian vleciorate. Ex-Mayor Howlaua reis-
aed the question of WRritish supremiacy. Mr.
Charlton round.y dectiied thas the erdowmentd
of the order was the throwing down the gauntles
tn tha Proteatent micurity. The Rev. Dr.
Antlitf suggested o comparizon of values of tho
French vote and the Epglich v~ta. The achool
sax questiop, cumpulsory tithing, tha marrisga
Iaws, the position of Oardina]l Taschereau’s
vhrone in the Legislative Counsil chamber und
the fact thot Quebeo ia 8 British provinee were
all ivtreduced. We do not say vhey were all
entirely forvign to the purposs of the meating,
bub usquestionsbly the effact of introduciag
them must be to wia for Mr. Mercier an enor-
mous number of volesin direct approval of the
two objacticnable staitutes.

How far zuch mestings as that of last night
advance the object aimed at weuld be essier to
determine if it were known precisely what that
object is. If they can have no effect npon the
Jesuit Acta; if their influence in provincial
politice ia ubvisionsly favorable ta tha protaoters
of the Jesuit Acts; what is hoped to be accom-
phished iz the larger sphere of Duminion politic:?
With buobh partics hopeleesly commibted against
disallowance thers rerms to be nothing to agitate
for uniess it be a reconstruction ot parties on
sactarion lines, Is it hoped to ses the party
lines drawn in Canads as they are in Newfound-
land ; to substitute Proteatant and Catholic
parties for Uonservative and Libersl .artiea?
Before entering upon » campaign of this kied,
o0 count well the cost will be the truest patriol-
ismp, the truesb religion.

Declaration by Monselgaeur Hamei,

Quepzc, April 28.—It is sami-offigially an-
nouac=d that she $400,000 Jesuit indemnity will
be distributed within & week,

A largaly attended mass meebing was held
this evening av Laval University in favor of the
temporal power of the Pope. Spesches wers
made by Abbe Labrecque nnd Judge Routhier,
Monaeigneur Hawel took cceasion uf the meet-
ing to make the following remarksjin answer to
the anti-Jesuits agitatora :

* During the unfortunate agitation at present
in full forca in different parte of the country,our
Protestant friends should remember that even
where we are 8 majority wa have no desire to
ipjure them, on the oontrary we have always
acted towarda them wivh strict justice ib is be-
canse we have given them more than their due,
bat never less, Have they under the asme
circumetances done the same by us? We eay
these things without the slighest thonght of re-
prissl or reyouge. Leb us defend calmly and in
puace of mind those rights which the conatitu-
tion has given us, being confident after what
haa taken place in the Federal Parliament that
our Protestans fellow country-men will be faith-
ful to the convenans. Lebus therefore pay no
attention o a mincrity of fanatics who do harm
to themselver by trying to revive idess ot perse-
cution and religions intoleranoe, alien alike to
our timue and our country.”

The writ in the case ¢f the Jesuitasgainat the
Mail of Toronto was returned in court on the
25bh iner., and an B;Exearance was filed by the
defendant, Mr., DMcLaren, Q.C., and Mr, La-
famme, who wae minster of justice under the
McKenzie regime, have been retained by the
defepce. The firat proceeding on the part of
the detence will be the taking of an exception to
the form of the complaint. It will he held that
the statube under whioh the Jesuits were incor-

orated is illegal apd ulire vires, inasmuch as
it is beyond the power of the Quebec Legisla-
ture under the British North American aot to
enact auch legielation ; and ‘furthermore, that
by asid incorporation the loeal Legislation bas
recognized the authority of tha Pope, a' foreign
potentate, to interfure in leginlation of the pro.-
vince and in ocounter authority to that of her
Majesty the Queen.
