UNITED NATIONS:  Canadian intervention large-
ly.contributed towards United States - USSR 
agreement on a plan for the partition of 
Palestine (P. 5-8). In the U.N. Palestine 
sub-committee yesterday, however,SirAlexander.  
Cadogan (United Kingdom) étated that  British 
authorities in Palestine had been directed to 
plan for complete evacuation of.British troops 
by August 1 next.  I am instructed to - make it 
clear, SirAlexander added, that  British  troops 
will  flot  be available as the instrument for 
the enforcement of settlement in Palestine 
against either Arabs or Jews. 

Subsequently, L.B. Pearson, Uhder-Secretary 
of State for External Affairs, (who was a 
member of the working group which drafted the 
US.  --U.S.S.R. agreed plan) said he was 
hopeful the group Could produce a report which 
would have in it a workable scheme. 

The  Political Committee of the General 
Assembly, on a vote of 29 to 6 with twenty 
abstentions, adopted a' modified resolution on 
relations with Franco Spain. Canada abmtained
