Amendments
will bc introduced to the Western Grain Stabilizatjon Ac.t t0 make i( more
responsive Io the needs of producers.

We on this side of the Hlouse, M'r. Speaker, have long
advoeated that just sueh a thing happen. We xvant Io signal to
the Governmient that, if il is really serious about doing sorte-
thing in this area, we are prepared to support il. In faet the
previous N'inister of Transport (M4r. Pepin) said baek in June
that when the House came baek in Septemiber we coald look
forward to increases in cash advances. However, nothing has
happened.

We would encourage the Governmenî to do something
instead of just giving us rhetorie about it. We urge the
Governmnent to do something. What that would do is signal to
the industrv that someone cares and someone is concernied.
and tl wouid signal that there is somne hope for Canadians who
xvant to bc productive and want to continue to prodîîce.

1 %vould aiso say to the Governmient that, i il t s really
serious about many of the other things which were mentioned
in the Throne Speech, and if tl s prepared to proceed with
legisiation which is proper, we are prepared to support it on
this side of the House.

On arrix ing in Teguci-
galpa their aireraft was surrounded by soldiers anid the
womnen were not permitted to ceave the aircraft. They werc
toid to return homne, even îhough they asked to sec (anadian
and Amecrican officiais. On returning to the U nited States theN
attempted to find out why this happened. 1 demiand to knoxs if'
the Government of Canada has carefully documiented this
incident, and has il made represcrntations to the Honduran
Governmienî on behaif of the Canadian people involved'?

Canada has had a long history of missionary work in
Honduras. There are many Canadian miissionaries there. and I
would be coneernied about their xvelfare. 1 would also like Io
ask: What is this friendiy country? Is il democratie and
reiigious sshen it allosxs thousands of foruign troups to bc there
preparing for an invasion of Nicaragua?! At the saine time tl
xxiii not permit 150 xxomen of peace to go and pray for peace.
