2.—Testimouials of character, sobriety, experience, ability and

good conduct on board ship will be i'e(|iiired of all applicants, and
without producing- them no ]»ers<>ii will be I'xamined : and as nimIj

testimonials nuiy reiiulre examination, it i- (!« -irabi« thai they

should be lodged as early as possible.

3.—Services of Seamen that are not veriljed by the prochiciiuii

of a Certiticate of Discharur or a ('ertificau- from ih' .Shipping-

Master at St. Jt)hns. or the .\ssistant ('«)lleetor at llari)oi- Cirac e.

stating that such Se.nnnm did serve in the vessel specilied. ami in

the capacity, and for tlu' ]»eriod claimed, will not lie accepted
uuletis the applitaut produce satisfactory docnment;iry evidence,

cither from the Master he sailed with, or Ironi the Owners of tlu'

vessel he .sailed in, stating the time he serveil in the vessel and the

capacity in which he served. Ser\ ice as Second Mate in New-
foundland registeretl vessels, will on no account be allowed to

count as Mate's service, unless the rating be conclusively shew n
to be applicable to the class of vessel. Whenever a man lias

been regularly promoted, on a vacancy in the course of the voy-
age, to the rank of Master or Mate, such promotion and its ilate

must be veritled by a Certilicate either from the Master or the
Owner of the vessel, to enable him to receive credit for his service
In a higher grade.

3. o. Candidates for the ordinary Certificate of Master. First

Mate, Only Mate or Second Mate, will be refpured to jirove that
they have served at sea, at least Twelve Months, in a scpntre rig-

ged aailiug vessel.

In a case where an applicant for a Certilicate of Master. First
Mate, Only Mate or Secoml Mate, has only served in fore-and-aft
rigged yesiels and is ignorant of the management of sipnire rigged
veesels, he may obtain a 'Jertilicate on which the words " Fore-
and-att rigged" vessel will be written; this Certilicate will not
entitle the liolder to act in a >>piare rigged vessil.

A Candidate possessing ;i Cer. iiicatc for •• Foi'e-;ind-aft rigged"
vessels, and desirinu' to obtain an ordina7y Certilicate of tiic same
grade, muht prove tlnU, he luis •served at sea at least 1 wel\c
Months in ;i square rigged salUing vi'ssel. and will be e>.:iiMinod

iU Navigation and Seamanship. He will be retpiired to pay half
the usual fee.
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
