In ad­
dition to the discouraging advices from 
Liverpool, there were bearish conclu­
sions In regard to farm reserves. 
Rumors that demobilization of the 
Russian and Austrian armies would 
be announced soon, possibly tomorrow, 
added to the flurry.
•ent word that exporters were doing 
'» fair business, but the news appeared 
to be Ignored, whereas plenty of at­
tention was given to a big gain in the 
world’s available stock. Export clear­
ances of wheat and flour . equaled 
369,000 bushels, primary receipts of 
wheat were 883,000 against 426,000 a 
year ago.

Sales of more than a million bushels 
by* bear leader took corn to a lower 
level. Ills offers were In lots of 100,- 
000 bushels. The bulls had to contend 
also with big ■0)11 
weather conditions favoring a free 
movement to market. Oats gave way 
under liquidation due to the govern­
ment report.
