FIVE NEW FREIGHTERS

Three Thousand Men Will
Soon Be Employed in
Great Industry.

Modern in every respect is the nesw
sl.pbuilding’ plant at the foot, of
Bathurst street, where the foundition
i8 being ‘laid for one of the largs:st
ond most important industries in Ca1-
ada on a scale whic up to a year and
a half ago did not exist, On new
ground sucked from the lake bottum
and made to form a portion of the new
industrial area theu the plans of te
harbor commission, the Dominicn
Shipbuilding Company is today rush-
ing to completion the construction of
five steel freighters, They are in
five separate stages, the first beirg
almost ~ceady for the water and tbe
last now having its keel rivetted toge-
ther. :

There are, 800 men employed in the
ghip works, while hundreds miore are
busy constructing shors and finish~
ing others in preparation for the day,
1.0t far distant, when ome 8000 men
will be required, accprding to present
plans. By the end of this month, it is
expected, 1500 men will be at work,
end as the building of the plant pre-
gresses so will the number of em-
ployes increase untfl the total number
)8 reached.

The main buflding is 485 feet long
by 110 feet wide, with an overhang of
100 feet for astock vard. A huge ma-
chine shop, where marine engines will
ke built, is now in course of erection.
The main building contains the fur-
naces, punch shed, power house, alr
tcol rooms, ‘lavatorics, storerooras,
jciner’s shop and mold rooms. There
are two floors in a portion of this
tuilding the upper part being uszd
for the laying out of a ship,

How Ship is Fashioned.

Particular interest attaches to this
part of the work, for nere half a vis-
sel is laid out on the floor in a wood-
en pattern, each piecz being marked
to show its position on the boat. The
fioor is built in such a manner as 0

with band saws and other equipment
the vessel is patterned as a dress-
maker might cut a dress from paper
patterns.

¥From these wooden plates the st2e!
plates are fashioned, marked ' and
p.aced in position on the vessel itself.
T4ece by piece it grows until it takes
tnhe form of a great steel structure,
th.ose now being built having a dis-
placement in the case of two'tof 4300
tons each and thres others 3500 tons
eveh, The building berths are 201
foet long, 43 feet 6 inches in beam and
28 feet 2 inches in height, Two are
cquipped with immense traveling
oranes, and other cranes are being
Luilt for the remsining berths.

The special machinery for hoat con-
struction is of special interest to an
inland citizen. One piece cuts steel
like a tinsmith cuts tin with nippers,
Another bores holes thru stee]l as ra-
pidly as a brace and bit goes thiu half-
inch wood, Still another will bend
steel plates at the will of the operator
a8 tho they were made of & much more
pliable material.

Special steel columns are heated be-
fore being bent, and for this process
great oil-burning furnaces have been
installed. The piece under fire is put
into the furnace and taken out by
means of a stationary engine working
a steel cable, and after it has been
brought from the furnace it is clamped
to a special flooring, and thus not al-
Jowed to warp. ¢

There are two locomotive cranes
capable of lifting 15 tons each, and one
five-ton crane. Others are being in-
stalled and will be added to as re-

QUEBEC FILM CENSOR
COMMENDS PICTURE

Sheriff Lemieux, Chairman of the Board
of Censors, Province of Quebec,
Tells of Experiences Recalled
by Picture.

Sheriff L. J. Lemieux, chairman of
the board of censors of the Province
of Quebec, recently returned from the
front, where he was the guest of the
French Government as an emissary of
the Dominion Government, saw D, W,
Griffith’'s new spectacular film of the
great war, “Hearts of the World.”

“Why, I know that street,” exclaimed
the sheriff, as the wonderful film un-
folded before him. “I have walked
down that very lane; I have seen those
very ruins; I have been in those exact
spots—why, it’s just’like a trip to the
front. In fact, it has all the reality
of having been to the trenches.

“When 1 was at the front they took
me to a room 60 feet below the ground
in the fortress of Rheims—that citadel
which has withstood all the massed at-
tacks of the Hun, The large gun had
just been installed to shell Paris, Some
of its shells were aimed at Rheims,
There was nothing left of the cathe-
dral; practically nothing remained of
the town, as you see in this film; but
that fortress still remains ours, and I
