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RUSSIA AND JAPAN AGREE
TO REGARD MUTUAL RIGHTS

Negotiations, Conducted Secretly,
Become Known---Japanese Will
" Secure the Fishing Concessions.

§T. PETERSBURG, July 20.—The
signing yesterday at the foreign office
here of the treaties of commerce, navi-
gation and fisheries between Russia and
Jepan will be followed shortly by the
ptblication of a political entente wip-
ing.out the last traces of the conten-
tens and hostilities arising [rom the

late war. )
The foreign office to-day confirmed

the despatch to the Associaled Press
from Tokio on this matter, and admit-
ted 'officially that a general political
sgreement between the two slates was
in course of preparation, that the nego-

tistions to this end had almost reach-
ed their conclusion, and that the signa-
(ures wouid lLe artixed to this aocu-
ment within a few days. .

* " This entente is conceived along the
same general lines as the recent simi-
Jar agreement between France and
Japan. Under its terms Russia and
Japan will mutually guarantee their
nignts and territory. \n

The negotiations lookihg to this en-
tente have been conducted with com-
plete secrecy because ot the Japanese
dislike of publicity. but it was leurne_d
to-day that Foreign Minister iswolsky's
desire to settle pending vwuestions in
the far east and inaugurate a new
pclicy of peacetful colonizaticn and de-
velopment . in. the Russian -provinces
pordering on the Pacific was met in a
gpirit of moderation and conciliation on
the part of Japan which enabled satis-
factory progress to . be ma-de, and as-
sured a successful outcome. The rela-
' ) tions between Russia and Japan are on
such a satistactory basis that the re-
cent occurrences in Korea exercised no
-4nfluence upon them.

New Commercial Treaty.

The commercial treaty between the
two countries is of a temparary nature.
1: expires in 1911. No provision is made
for a tariff agreement, but the two pow-
érs agree mutually to apply the most
fevored nation clause. They stipulate
further that the subjécts of each shall
‘enjoy equality under the law and equal
¢ommercial opportunity without hynd-
rance or discrimination,and that neither
shall be subject to special imposts. The
most important feature of this conven=
tion consists of an article excluding
. Kwangtung Province from the provi-
¥ gicns of the treaty. £

The fisheries convention is 16 last for
twelve ' years. = There has ULeen much
dissatistaction over the question of fish-
“ing rights. The convention empraces
«wthe Okhotsk, Yellow Sea and ring
Strait areas. It includes ail sea ani-
mals except the sea- otter. :
" Russia’ makes urusually liberal con-
cepslons to Japanese fishing on the Rus-
. slan coast and the Amur River, and it
' {s claimed that under these privileges

Japan will dominate the fisheries of the

Pacific.

: Japs Will Control.

. + The Japanese are to pay the same
taxes as Russians, and the export of
fish to-Japan is declared to be fr‘ee from
all export” duty. " The Japanese conces-
sicnaries are allowed to employ Japa-
nese laborers along the coast, except at
the mouth of the Amur River, where
they are obliged to employ iwussians.

In view of the cheap price of coolie
labor it is believed that the Japanese
wili be able to become possessed of
nearly all the fishing concessions.

| rtém‘ent that the rupture between
{He y>and the other members of his
'family was complete. This trouble, she
;sald, dated from the last anniversary
‘dinner of her' marriage. She declares
Ithat on this“occasion her. sisters-in-
law spoke ill-of her to her husband.

When Henry returned to her hotel
last night after the tragedy he told bis
wife he was crying at the bedside of
his father, when his brother Douglas
and his sisters interrupted him and in-
|sisted that he beg for his mother's
pardon. He then lost his' head and
fired indiscriminately.-

“I can never forget,” Mrs. Hunting-
ton went on, ‘“that my husband broke
with his family rather than permit mie
to be insulted in his presence.”

i Story - of the Shooting.

| The Associated Press investigated to-
day the “tragedy of last night and .the
' ollowing correct account was obtained:

Henry, the youngest son of Major
Huntington, from éarly, youth has been
possessed of a mania that he had solved
the science of curing disease and he
was constantly inventing and corcoct~
ing ‘the most preposterous remedies.
His father, finding some years ago that
it was fi sible to control! him ve
him an wance and permitted nim to
g0 his.own way. Since that time Hen-
ry has lived alternately in Paris or in
the Department of Aisno, where some
timg: ago he married the daughter of
a village doctor named Denize.

- There was an estrangement between
Henry and the.other members of his
family. When he arrived at the fam-
ily home, yesterday in response to a
message apprising him of the gravity
of his father’s condition, he strutted
into the bedroom of his parent, mum-
bling something about- his father not
receiving proper treatment.

Cure for His Father.

He began interrogating Major Hunt-
ington. ‘When his father, whose mind
was wandering, replied incoherently,
'Henry turned abruptly to the Iamliy
and said angrily:

."Don't you see that you are killing
him?” Henry at once became more
excited and continued to spea kvio-
lently and loudly. He insisted that the
only way to cure his father was to
administer the blood of a dog mixed
with sea water, a remedy which he had
invented.

His brother Douglas “finally opened
the door and said: “I am the oldest
and I ask you to leave and not re-
turn.”

Edith Huntington also. abjured her
brother to depart and not create fur-
ther disturbancé. They then began
pushing Henry towards the door. Sud-
denly he. whipped -a revolver from hfs
pocket and fired point blank at Doy~
glas. The bullet grazed the older bro-
ther's temple and he fell to the floor
stunned. Henry then turned his pistol
on Alonzo and fired, the bullet piercing
Alonzo’s lungs.

The two girls, Elizabeth and Edith,
then rushed forward. in frantic de-
spair, trying to put an end to the
shooting. Henry shot Edith thru the
;arm, and then, placing his revolver
'against Elizabeth’s breast, he pulled
‘the trigger.

Calm When Too Late.

| One of the guards of the Versailles
Park, accompanied by the household
servants, then wrenched the revolver
|{from the hands of the madman and he
{immediately calmed down, making no
|objection to being led away to jail.

| thers - had attacked him: seizing his
{beard and thrusting him towards the

'Archbishop of Canter-

bury Says it is Most

Humiliating at
Present-Day
Problems.

LONDON, July 29.—“The system of
government in. the Congo Independent
State is one of unrestrained tyranny
enforced by the lash and the bullet, by
cruelty and by murder.”

These words were spoken by Lord
Monkswell, who raised the Congo ques-
tion in the house of lords to-day, and
moved for. the papers. The attend-
ance in the ‘house was slight.

Lord Monkswell said that the Congo
government was a powerful engine of
greed, which impudently and insolent~
ly violated the limitations and restric--
tions under which its rights over this
territory had been granted. The speak=-
er quoted authorities to support his
statements, and added that an espe~
cial responsibility. attached to Great
Britain, because, except for her deter-
mined ‘action, the King of Portugal
and not the XKXing of the Belgians,
would at this moment have been the
ruler of the Congo.

The Archbishop of Canterbury de-
clared that the Congo was one of the
most disheartening and humiliating cf
contemporary questions. He said it
was a ghastly irony to read to-day the
words of the address presented to King
Leopold by the City of London in 1884,
congratulating . his bajesty upon his
“‘bloddless . victory.” He declared the
British government should be reminded
of the sense of responsibility of all
Englishmen in this matter, :

A general debate on the Congo ques~
tion followed, and & number of bish-
ops were among the speakers, The
Earl of Mayo advocated another In-
ternational convention in thematter of
the Congo, and failing that, the ap-
pointment of more British consuls in
the upper Congo. Lord Fitzmaurice,
under secretary for foreélgn affairs,
speaking for the government, sald they
were not blind ‘to 'the fact that . this
matter was surrounded with grave dif-
ficuities.- The government had asked
the Congo state, he said, not to disre~
gard the .xperiences of previous gove
ernments of native states, and had in-
stanced the early histor of British East
India. The present system, the speak-
er said, was certain to have evil con=7
sequences. i

Lord Fitzmaurice admitted that the
house of lords had & right fo ask what
progress had been made,’ but he said
it was an international question, and
if the house took any 'sudden, rash
action, {t would run the risk of injur-
ing the cause it had at heart.

At the conclusion of Lord Titzmau-
rice’s address Lord Monkswell withe
drew his motion.

In connection wlul the congress a
thank offering is to be presented to
Almighty God for blessings vouchsaf-
ed to the Anglican communion in re-
gard to its growth and spiritual de-
velopment, and that the presentation
shall be made at a service in St. Paul's
Cathedral on St. John Baptist's Day,
June 24,
