THE TORONTO WORED

JMMES BAY O DECDE

The Oommissionéfs Issue a Map
Showing the Proposed  Line.

It Passes Through Neftuer North Bay Nov
Sudbury, but at 8 Point on the C.P.R.
Nearly Equidistaut from These Two
Places—- Parry Sound the First Objective
Polns—Proposed Brancher.

The Railway Commission has decided
on thé course of the proposed railway
to James Bay. A blue “print * was
yesterday issued showing the' line, -to-
gether with a copy of the Act of Puarlia-
ment, which thas been applied: for.. Be-
low are the more important’clauses of
the act: ;

1. George Gooderham, John Herbert
Mason, - Robert Davies, W. R. Brock,
Hon. Lyman Melvin Jones, and Joho
Shaw, all of the Qity of Toronto, in the
Province of Ontario, together with such
persons as become shareholders in the
company hereby incorporated, are herc-
by constituted a body corporate under
the name of *“The Toronto and Hudson
Bay Railway Company hereafter called
The Company.”

2. The head office of the company
shall be in the City of Toronto, in the
Province’' ot Ontario.

3. The company may lay out, cons-
truct and operate a dine of railway of
the gauge of four feet eight and one
half inches from the City of Torento,
in the Province of Ontario, to a_paeint
at or near the mouth of the Moose River,
Albany River or Churchill River on the
west side of James Bay and Hudson
Bay, with a branch line extending to
the North Pacific Junction Railway, at
or about the town of Gravenhurst, a
branch line extending southward from
the main line adjoining the water-shed
near Tamagami Lake, thence to the
North Pacitic Junction Railway, at or
near North Bay or Nipissing Junction,
and such other and further branches as
may from time to time be deemed ad-
visable for the advancement of - the
undertaking.

9. 'I'he company may issue bonds, de-
bentures or other securities to the extent
of $25,000 per mile of the railway, and
branches, and such bonds, debentures,

or other securities:may be issued only in |

proportion to the length of railway con-
structed, or under contract to be con-
structed.

10. The compdny may enter into an
agreement or agreements with the
Canadian Pacific Railway Compaay, .the
Ottawa, Arnprior and Parry Sound
Railway Company, the Parry Sound
Colonization Railway Company, or the
Grand Trunk Railway Company+ of
Canada, or any one or more of them, or
any other railway, declared or which may
hereaffer be declared to be of advantage
to Canada, for conveying or leasing to
such company or companies the railway
of the company hereby incorporated in
whole, or in  part, or any rights or
powers acquired under this Act, as also
the surveys, plans, works, plant, ma-
terial, machinery and other property to
it belonging, or for acquiring running
rights on the . systems of, working, or
amalgamating with such company or com-
panies on such terms and conditions
as may be agreed upon, and subject to
gnch restrictions as the directors see

5

Provided that such agreement has been
first sanctioned by two-thirds of the
votes at a spécial general meeting of the
shareholders, duly called for the pur-
pose of considering the same; at which
meeting shareholders representing at
least two-thirds in value of the stock,
are present in person or represented by
proxy—and that it has also received the
approval of the Governor-in-Council.

2. Such approval shall not be signified
until after the notice of the proposed
application therefor has been published
in the manner, and for the time set
forth in section 239 of the Railway Act,
and also for a like period in one news-
paper in each of the electoral districts
through which ‘the railway, or the com-
pany hereby incorporated, runs and in
which a newspaper is pubiished.

16. The company may, if deemed ad-
visable for the advancement of the under-
taking, first commence the construction
of, complete and operate the branch
lines hereinbefore referred to, or any
one or more of them before commencing
work on the main line. ’

17. The construction of the said rail-
way, or one of its branches, shall be
commenced within three years, and
the said railway shall be com-
pleted within ten years, and upon
failure to complete the same as herein
provided, then the power thereafter to
continue the construction shall cease and
determine, but the right of the company
to the portion iconstructed {shall not
thereby be affected.

As will be seen from the above, the
Act gives few particulars as to the route
that has been selected by the Com-
missioners. The blue print has been
drawn on a small scale, and it is diffi-
enit to follow the route in detail. The
fact is ‘disclosed, however, that Parry
Sound is the first objective point on
the route, and from that point the line
runs in a straight course to a point on
the C.P.R.s main line, about midway
between North Bay and Sudbury.
Thence it angles easterly to Lake Tewmis-
caming, from which point it takes an
air line to Moose Factory. A branch
line is shown from Temiscaming to
North Bay, and another from the main
line of the proposed railway to Graven-
hurst.

HOST FRIVLLS - CARE

——

‘Respectable Resident Charged With

Stealing Two Bits of Coal.

After Having Been Incarcerated the Crown
Prosecutor Advised That the Charge be
Withdrawn ‘and ‘the Defencant Was
Discharged - Civil Suit May Follow for
False Arrest,

“The trial of John Duff of Locust HIll,
charged by C. P. R. Constable Thomas
Ross with having stolen‘two cents worth
of coal, which he.had found on the public
road while driving on the roadway In
Markham Township, was held at the Court
House yesterday morning before Squire Or-
merod, J, P., of Bast Toronto village.

Mr. W, E. Raney was_ Crown prosecutor
and Mr. T. L, Church appeared for Mr.
Duff. The prisoner, on the advice of his
counsel, pleaded not guilty, and electe@l to
be tried by a jury.

The accused is a respetable and worthy
resident of the township for over 40 years
and was the informant in the celebrated
East York election perjury cases, which
were tried this week. Curlous to say,
politics is at work against Mr, Duff, and,
although two magistrates were at l.ocust
Hill and several at Markham, a most ab-
surd proceeding was done: a warrant was
issued by officlous Constable = Ross, al-
though Mr. Duff could bhave been serv-
gd with a summons. Mr. Duff was taken
28 miles to East Toronto village and then
to jail.

The Evidence.

Mr, Stevenson of Locust Hill was the
first witness for the prosecution. He said
he was a C. P, K, workman, and in driv-
ing along the road one day after the elec-
tions saw Mr. Duff ahead of him. He saw
nim get down and pick up a. couple of
pleces of coal and put them in a bag.

Cross-examined by Mr. Church, he sald
the coal was on the highway in all proba-
bility. He had often dropped large pieces
of coal off his wagon on the highway in
hauling coal for the C. P, R. He had
noticed_no diminution of the coal on the
C, P. R. property and had heard no com-
plaints about coal thefts. He had known
Mr, as a most reputable citizen from
the time he was a boy. Mr. Ross had ap-
proached him about the case. He denied
that the Llberals and politics bad to do
with Mr,” Duff's prosecution. He admitted
on being pressed hard, that he had said
It)heée'was nothing in the case against Mr.

uff.

-Mrs. Stevenson, who drove with her hus-
band the last day, corroborated her hus-
band's evidence. .She too had known Mr.
well spoken -of and ‘highly
thought of in the locality,

Constable Ross was led and sald he
ewore to the information; he had heard
complaints about thefts of coal. He knew
Mr. Duff and arrested him. He bronght
bim to East Toronto on the train.

He had cautioned the prisoner, and was

‘groceedlng -fo tell Mr, ianey what Duff

ad ‘sald to him when Mr. Church ralsed
the objection that the prisomer was under
duress at: the time and the constable's
statement was inadmissable. Constable
Ross made~a bluff at defending himself for
having done his duty, as he had supposed
he had done, .

Cross-examined by Mr. Church, he could
not produce his authority to act In this
count{{. but said he was a provincial offi-
cer. e had heard complaints about coal
stealing, but refused  to disclose from
what source. The witness became very
saucy on crossexamination. He sald he
did not know he had no authority to exe-
cute such a warrant under the circum-
stances.’ He did .not think a summons
would do at all, He did not know of any
magistrates in the locality, but, on being
pressed, admlitted that he knew three. He
snid he preferred going 20 miles to East
Toronto with -his-man to  traveling two
miles to Markham. He trotted his man
on the train to Mr. Ormerod, J, P.. who
fodged him In jail. He refused to disclose
who was behind him in this investigation.
Counsel for Mr, Duff insisted on his doing
80, but the magistrate; on advice of Mr.
Raney, sail to wait until the trial.

The officlous constable said politics did
not interfere with him, even If he had to
zo 20 miles for one cent's worth of coal.
John Richardson ‘had: not spoken to him
nor any of his friends.

For the Delfence,

This concluded the Crown’s case, and
Mr. Church argued on the evidence that
the case should be dismissed, The coal
(two cents worth) was found loose on the
public highway. The action of the con-
stable was absurd. The accused was a re-
spectable man and there was not a tissue
of evidence against him.

The magistiate said he would like to
kear from Mr, Duff.

Examined by Mr. Church, Mr.- Duff said
he was on the road on his way into Mark-
ham to buy potatoes, In broad daylight
he saw a couple of pieces of coal on the
rond and pickéd them up. The coal was
not on C. I. R. property. Tane constable
had arrested him late at night and refused
to disclose his informants, He was carried
