syndicate, ana the befiefits to be derived, It
was decided to ask all those In favor of
the syndicate to sign thelr names. By this
0d it was proposed that if H0 per cent,
of the dealers favored the eombine, it would
be adopted, motwithstanding the opinion of
the recent meeting, when it was unanim-
ously decided to form a syndicate. When
the meeting closed it was shown that S0
ber cent. or the dealers had signified their
intention of going into the combine. A
committee was then appointed to wait
upon the dealers personally, who were not
at the meeting, with a ylew of getting their
signatures, it they favor the proposal,

A number of conditions have been drawn
up governing the syndicate, and they were
read at the meeting, The secretary, how-
ever, refiused to make them public, as he
thought they would not be of interest.
From another source it was learned that the
conditions were to the effect that a manager
and a board of 12 men be appointed to man-
age the syndicate; that the headquarters be
¢entrally located, where all business will be
transacted; that the city be divided into 10
Sectlons, each section to have one depot.
Bach depot will control 10 wagons, and
each wagon will be accompanied by a man
and a boy. From the above it can be seen
| that there will be a large number of drivers
| thrown out of employment.

At present there are about 400 milk wag-
ons in the city, and about 600 employes.
Some of these will get positions, but there
are many who will have to seek other em-
ployment. At the regular meeting of the as-
Soclation, to be held Oct, 17, the directors
