Oct.’ 18.—French women's clubs
have invented a new and curiovs method of
advertising the wrongs of thelr sex. For
the first time this morning ‘100,000 stamps

jaced on sale in different quarters of
Paris, destined to pe sold at the same
price and at the same time as the ordin-
ary government postage stamps. The club
stamp shows the figure of a stalwart man
escutelreon on which appears
the legend “Rights of Women."

The feminist stamps are almost the fac-
simile of the official stamp, with the ex-
ception that on the official stamp a figure
of & woman bears a scroll with the words
“Rights of Map.” The women's clubs,

«0f course educated persons understand
in a generic scnse that ‘man’ embraces
‘woman.’ but the new government stamp is
calenlated to coutinue unenlightened pre-
judices among the very classes we hope
to influence and is also certain to spread
among our foreign well-wishers the lidea
that the feminist movement in France is
fnactive. By issulng this new stamp the
French postoffice administration ignorant-
ly put itself on the side of a barnacled
tradition, which is now a thing of the
past. It Is In ovder to correct this mis-
take that we have mnot only placed 100,-
000 stamps on sale, but have also given
away 500,000 more."’

The feminist stamp represents the sun
rising above dark clouds, full of promise
for the future. The color is bright blue
like that of the officlal postage stamp.

TEACHER SHALLOWS POISON

Tragic Death of James E. Wallace
of Morrisburg at the
Stag Hotel.

ACT WAS DELIBERATELY EXECUTED

Left Message Thanking ‘His Friends
and Forgiving His
Enemies.-

James E. Wallace, a middle-aged school
teacher, ended his existence yesterday in
| pis room at the Stag Hotel, corner of King
and York-streets, by swallowing a quan-
tity of carbolic acid. What led Wallace
to end his life is not known, but it is
known that he contemplated the act as
| carly as Tuesday last. He was well known
in Ottawa and Morrisburg, where, from all
accounts, he was well like@. Letters found
his possession show that he was on the

Institute from 1883 to 1808, and held a
second-class professional certificate. From
| the capital he went to Morrisburg, and for
two years was employed as salesman in
the stationery store of W. A. Plantz, whd
gave him an excellent recommendation.

Came From Morrisburs.
Wallace came to Toronto on, Saturday
last, and registered at the Stag Hotel, ar-

ranging for sleeping accommodation only.

From the letter of recommendation given
by Mr. Plantz, dated the day previous, it
is known he came here direct from Mor-
! risburg. He was a quiet, unassuming man,
and the hotel officials sayw- little or nothing
of him during his six days’ stay there. On
Monday he called at the Canadian Tea:>h-
ers’ Agency in the Bank of Commerce
bullding, and there made application for a
position as school teacher.

iaccept the position, providing he could get
lit.
