centralized at .a bureau to be agreed
upon. It also recommended that the
regulations require announcement of the
application for a license at an agree
length of time preceding its intended use,

riage in the various provinces.

The Autopsy.

The autopsy was performed by Dr, J.
Ioudon and Dr. W. L. Robinson, who
made microscopic examinations. Death
was due, in their opinion, to the actin
of polson on the nervous system. Dr.
Loudon would not have been able to state
what had caused the deaths of the two
women if Dr, Faed had not made such a
statement, An injection of diarsenol in
such a concentrated solution would pa
sufficient to cause death. Dr, Robinson
corroborated his testimony.

/ Dr. Faed on Stand,

Dr. Faed was placea in the witness box
again and when shown the two drugs in
boxes of similar size, by Mr. Ferguson,
his lawyer, said ne remembered get-
ting one box of neo diarsenol which was
longer than the other two, all of which
he had purchased from Ingram & Bell
some six weeks previously,

Mr. Armour: ‘‘Sometimes the boxes are
similar in size.”

Dr. Faed: “I was aware of that'

Expert Testimony,

Dr. G. W. Ross gave expernt testimony
and stated that if the druge were pre-
pared alone, the difference between them
was so slight that they could not bz told
apart. He thought the boxes should be
distinguished in a more pronounced
fashion and could easily see where a
mistake could be made when the script
on the labels was so fine. a practicing
physician, said he, had to depend also
on assistance. It was so in all cases
such as the one in question.

Mr. Armour: ‘“Wouldn’'t a doctor ex-
amine a dangerous drug carefully?”’

Dr. Ross: ‘“Well, you have the human
element coming in- there.”

He said a doctor's mind could be cen-
tred on sterilization and a mistake such

diarsenol as he had not the proper ap-

ratus for the preparation of diarsenol.
??wa.a obvious, however, that he should
have made a careful examination, Dr
Ross stated a preference for diarsenol on
account of the reactions.

Coroner Sums Up,

‘“Death was unquestionably due to tnhe
impropeir preparation,” said Coroner
Graham in addressing the jury. ‘‘You
gentiemen wil have to determine where
the responsibility lies, for there certain-
iy is responsibility. I think Dr. McCon-
nell can be exonerated, but in connec-
tion with Dr. Brodey at Grace Hospitas,
I am not satisfled that Dr. Faed got what
he asked for, and I also understand this
episode had mothing to do with the hos-

ital.”
pRegardlng the question of embargo,
which was raised by a juryman, Coroner
Graham said that it didn’t enter into
the case at all. There certainly could
not be any attack on the Synthetic Dyug
Co. as far as rellability of the drug s
concerned.

Coroner Johnson's View.

Dr. A. Jukes Johnson was also put on
the witness stand. His previous state-
ment had been based on the empty con-
tainers of neo diarsenol which he sup-
posed were the ones from which the
drug had been taken. He explained that
the attorney-general had said to him that
an inquest with a jury would be the
wisest procedure, If Dr. Faed had told
him the truth when he saw him, he
would have said that, altho those things
did happen sometimes, he would, never-
theless, have to face a coroner's jury.
The medical profession did not have very
much knowledge of some of the pre-
parations used. He belleved neo diar-
senol to be the least dangerous of any
drug of the 606 type, altho he had never
used them.

A Pertinent Query.

“Are we to g0 into the matter of the
embargo, Mr., Coroner?” asked oné of the
jurors when the scope of the jury’'s ver-
dict was being discussed immediately be-
fore the jury retired to consider it.

He was informed by the coroner that
this would not be necessary in the light

velopments.
