He lay in a plain unedorned coffin,
with a linen' sheet drawn aver bis face, and oo the bed,
and around the body, herbs and flowers were thickly
strewn, aceording to the msage of the country. He
was wasted semewhat by long ilipess ; but déath had
not increased the swarthy hue of his face, which was
uncommeonly dark and deeply marked—the dying pang
was visible in the lower part, but his broad and ep
beow was paleand serene. and around it his sable hair
lay in masses, slightly touched with gray, and ivclicipg
more to a wave than a curl. The room where he lay
was plaio and ‘seat, and the simplicity of the poer’s
humble dwelling pressed the presence of death more
closely on the heart than if his bier had been embel-
tished by vanity aod covered with the blazoory of bigh
ancestry and rank.

I shall never forzet
the looks of his boys. and the commpassion which they
excited. The poet’s life bad not beea without errors,
end such errors too as a wife is slow in forgiving ; but
be was honoured then, and is honotred now, by the ao-
aliennble affection of his wife, and the world repays
her prudence and her love by its regard and esteem.

Burns wiilh all bis errors ia faith and in practice, was
laic in hatlewed earth, in the charchyard of the town
where hie resided ; no ane theughi of closing the church
gates against his body, because of ihe freedom of Iis
poetry, and the carelessness of bis life. And why was
not Byron laid the illustrious men of England,
in Wesiminster Abbey ? Is there a;poet in all the Po-
et’s Corner who bas better right t0 that distinciion ?
Why was the door closed agaivst lim, and spened to
the carcases of thousands without merit gnd without
vame ? Look rouad the wails,and on the floor over
