Taking the
two miles first, Shruth ran the first
mile in four minutes, 27 seconds, and
at one and a gparter miles he touch-
ed the world’s amateur record by do-
ing five minutes, 37 seconds, the pre-
vious best being five- minutes, 88 4-5
seconds, by T. P. Conneff at Bergen

| Point, Sept. 2, 1895. He just missed

the one and a half miles, also held'by
Conneff; but got inside the record a
quarter further on, running one ‘and
threeiquarter miles in eight minutes,
two seconds; ‘ against eight minutes
eight and one-fifth seconds. The two
miles were compassed in the wonder:
ful time of mine ‘minutes, nine and
three-fifths seconds, which superseded
his own world’s amateur record of
nine ‘minutes, 17 @ seconds, made on
the grassitrack at Kennington Oval,
{,ondon, Sept. 12, 1903. This  also
beats the world’s. professional record
of nine minutes, 11} seconds, which
has stood to the credit of Bill Lang

since 1863.
