Commissioner Frink presented re-
ports of the road engineer on the pav-
ing of Brittain street, Reed’s Point to
Charlotte street; Charlotte street from
Brittain to Broad street, with granite
block on a concrete base. The esti-
mated cost of the work on Brittain
street was $41,747.40, of which the N.
B. Power Co. share for foundation un-
der tracks was $3,031, and that of C.
N. R. under tracks at Reed’s Point
$176. On Dr. Frink’s motion it was
decided to call for tenders for the
work. :

Commissioner Wigmore said the
water and sewer services in Brittain
street were in good order, but in Char-
lotte street an old wooden sewer would
have to be renewed.

Regarding Market Square, Commis-
sioner, Frink said the abuttors were not
favorable to paying a portion of the
cost.
