Kingston, Dec. 9.

Governor would on Monday,
issue an order to call out all the miiitia
of the province.

It is mentioned on’ good authority
that the radicals are actively engaged in
drilling in the vicinity of Toronto and
even that an attack on that city had been
expected on Saturday last.
