Nanaimo, Jan. 13.—The monthly
meeting of the hospital board was held 
in the board rooms last evening, with 
President Booth in the chair.

A dynamo was ordered, 
but as this will have to be ordered di­
rect from the factory it was decided 
to accept an offer to put in a trans­
former until such time as the dynamo 
arrives. In this manner the machine 
can be operated with the present ma­
chinery used for generating light at the 
hospital, and when the latter are not 
needed the X-ray machine will be 
available.

EXPLORE INTERIOR
OF GRAHAM ISLAND

Travellers Find Several Tracts 
of Fine Open Country in 

that Section.

(Special Correspondence.) 
Skidegate, Jan. 3.—Arthur Fritz and 

Mr. Shafer, of Lawn Hill, have just 
returned from an exploring tour into 
the interior of Graham Island.

In endeavoring to reply, Mr. Top$> found 
himself almost overcome with emotion. 
He alluded" to the fact that he had occu­
pied the position for upwards of eleven 
yhars, and during that whole time the 
relations between the staff and himself 
had been of the pleasantest character. It 
was with feelings of the most profound 
regret that he was severing this relation­
ship. He had on all occasions received the 
loyal support of the staff, and, despite 
the adverse comment which had been 
directed against the department, he be­
lieved that the quality of the "work done 
was of the best.

Chicago, Jan. 14.—This city is suffer­
ing to-day from the worst tie-up of 
railroad traffic in years as the Result 
of the heavy rain and snow which has 
affected the lines in all directions.

The milk situation is serious, as the 
milk trains have all been delayed and 
the supply was practically exhausted 
this afternoon.

The coal situation is growing worse 
hourly, and incoming trains which 
were expected to relieve the fuel fa­
mine are unable to reach the city.

A number of passenger trains have 
been stalled all day by the heavy snow 
in Iowa. In sections tributary to Chi­
cago, where the snow has not blocked 
the tracks, many washouts have 
curred.
