FOR' THE EXTENSION OF THIRD
STREET, BIDNEY' - TOWNSITE,
NORTHERLY THROUGH SECTIONSE
“PTWELVE (XI1.), THIRTEEN (XIil.)
AND . FOURTEEN (XIV.), RANGE
FOUR (IV.) EAST, NORTH S%AN-
ICH DISTRICT, TO SALT ‘WATER
AND- FOR HE EXPROPRIATION
-OF REAL PROPERTY THEREFOR.

‘Whereas the Corporation of the District
of North Saanich propose to extend and
continue Third street, Sidney Townsite,
northerly through Sections Twelve (XII.),
Thirteen (XIII.) and Fourteen (XIV.),
Range Four (IV.)
