Tracadie Leprosy in Providence R. I.

(From Providence Journal, Nov. 21.)

A short time since Dr. Snow, the Super-
dent of Health, received infor

from the Rev. Father Hughes, of St. Pat-
rick’s Church, of the existence of a genuine
case of Eastern leprosy in this city, and
took measures to relieve the community
from the danger of its presence here. The
victim of the disease was a girl of French
extraction, 19 years of age, and who came
here from a French village called Tracadie,
in the northern part of New Brunswick.
The girl has lived in the city two or three
years, living as a servaat in several dffer-
ent families, during which time the disease
has rapidly developed, until it has reach-
ed a very advanced stage. Her family are
well known as subjects of the disease in
the place from which she came, and the
clergyman of the village, Father Babineau,
kindly furnished information concerning
| her to Father Hughes, and advised that
she be sent back as soon as possible. Ar-
rangements were accordingly made, with
the assistance of Father Hughes, to send
her back. She was provided with warm
clothing, and under the charge ot a careful
officer was sent to her home last week and
delivered tothe authorities there. The
officer has returned, and has brought the
following letter, which explains the case,
and shows the danger that existed from
her presence in the city :

TracaDIE, Nov. 9. 1877.

THE ONTARIO EXPERIMENTAL FARM,—

are cleared. The experimental character
of the farm is maintained as to the results
of different modes of cropping, including
qualities of seeds, manures and different
modes of feeding and fattening stock, in
summer and winter, materials used, modes
of preparation, etc.

TEMPERANCE SocTETIES IN RUssia.—The
Russian government treats temperance and
total abstinence societies as illegal, on ac-
count of the large revenues derived from
liquor.

THE Lorp Mavor’s Szow. —The annual

There were all the
trades of the city with bands and banners
innumerable, fur-robed Aldermen, beadles
and watermen, Bactrian dromedaries,
boys of the training ship Exrmouth and of
the Royal Marine Society, and a model of
Cleopatra Needle full zize. There was
also an elaborate allegorical car, with
Peace and Plenty seated on a globe, Bri-
tannia shaking hands with old Father
Thames and the four quarters of the earth,
while the Muses and other personages sat
round on corn sheaves &c. This allegori-
cal car had to be lowered going through
Temple Bar, during which an irreverent
crowd implored Britannia to look after
her back hair, but whether this recom-
mendation was matter of fact, or had a
reference to present European complica-
tions did not appear.

COMMERCIAL RELATIONS BETWEEN NEW
Brunswick AND THE U. S.— Consul
Warner in his report to the U. S. Depart -
ment of State, deals with the commercial
relations between this province and the
U. 8. as follows, the extract being from a
synopsis furnished by the corr dent of
the N. Y. Tribune to that journal :—

¢“In 1876 the exports from New Bruns-
wick to the United States were $1,239,481,
and the corresponding imports amount to
$2, 625,977, showing a halance of trade
largely against the Province, and which
may result in & high protective tariff in
the interest of Canadian manufacturers.
thus making our apparently prosperous
trade with British America a real source
of danger to the interests now so greatly
benefitted.”

Gen. Warner thinks a fair reciprocity
treaty would postpone the result and ap-
pease public sentiment in Canada which
is agitated over the question of a protect-
ive tariff against the United States.”
