For two days Tracy had terrorised 
the occupants of the Eddy ranch In 
the Lake Creek country. Then five 
determined citizens of Creston went 
after him. The posse found cover be- 
hind a large rock and for a while it 
looked like a siege. Then Tracy broke 
for a large boulder on the edge of a 
small wheat field, And this dash was 
his undoing, for just as he came to 
the rock he fell forward, a rifle bullet 
having broken one leg. He plunged 
Into the wheat and his bloody trail 
there shows the savage determination 
of the man, for after receiving th^ 
wound he crawled 76 yards on his 
hands and knees in order to reach a 
spot where he could pour a merciless 
tire upon them. But once only wets he 
able to fire from this vantage point. 
Then, weakened by loss of blood, he 
tried to staunch his wound, failed, and 
with his revolver sent a bullet through 
his brain.

The death of Rev. Samuel F. Pearson, 
sheriff of Cumberland Count»,r Maine, 
removes an interesting figure In the 
politics of that state. Strongly lpnbued 
with temperance principles, he;belleved 
that a prohibitory law would prohibit, 
provided suitable officers were appointed 
to enforce the law. Actuated by that 
Idea, he was In the election of 1900 a 
candidate for the office of sheriff of 
Cumberland county. He received not 
only the support of the prohibition 
party,v but also was backed by many 
republican voters, and came out of the 
campaign successfully, 
time his vigorous enforcement of the 
liquor law made him a terror to the Il­
legal dealers, and though he had not 
succeeded In completely preventing 
the sale of intoxicants, yet he and his 
deputies were so vigilant that the 
business had to be carried on under 
considerable difficulties. His campaign 
of two years stimulated the inventive 
powers of the liquor men and all man­
ner of subterfuges were resorted to in 
order that the law might be evaded. 
Many arrests, fines and Imprisonments 
stifl further encouraged him in his be­
lief that the law could be made pro­
hibitive. Some of his methods have 
been condemned, but lt must be re­
membered that he was fighting with 
municipalities and powers and things 
present and hidden and especially 
against the creature, that he was fight­
ing with, the law against bold and vig­
orous law breakers. Just what effect 
his death will have upon the party of 
which he was Lie recognized head Is 
uncertain, but he has sho wn that with 
fearless officers much can be done.

SPOKANE, Washn., Aug. 6.—After 
baffling the officers of two states, after 
a wonderful flight of nearly 400 mllés 
across Oregon and Washington, Tracy 
was hunted down by four citizens of 
bhe little farming town of Creston and 
a lone deputy Sheriff. Sheriff Gardner 
asid posse arrived in time to guard the 
wheat field through the night, but the 
work had already been done. The posse 
that will share the reward was made 
up as folio wo: C. A. Straub, deputy 
sheriff; Dr. E. C. Lanter, Maurice 
Smith, attorney; J. J. Morrison, rail­
way section foreman, and Frank Elt- 
tengen.

Those men, armed to the teeth, set 
out from Creston yesterday afternoon 
about 2 o’clock. They were working 
on the information of a Goldfinch 
youth who had been forcibly made the 
companion of the Oregon convict for 
over 24 hours at the ranch of T. B. 
Eddy, on Lake Creek, about three 
miles south from Fellowes station on 
the Washington Central Railway. The 
party made all possible haste in get­
ting to the ranch. When within a few 
hundred yards of the farm they en­
countered farmer Eddy mowing in one 
of his fields. While engaging him in 
conversation they saw a man issuing 
from the barn door.

"Is that Tracy?” asked one of the

"It surely is,” replied Eddy.
The party separated, Lanter and 

Smith accompanying Eddy In the di­
rection of the bam, while the other two 
men swung around to the other side. 
Two of the hunters stepped behind the 
barn on a slight eminence, from which 
they could watch everything that went 
on, and Eddy continued on up to the 
door. Tracy came from the barn and 
began helping his host unhitch the 
horses. He carried no rifle, although 
he had his revolvers in place.

The fugitive finally saw the men 
carrying rifles and turned c’.'-.rply to 
Eddy and said:

Turning on the two men nearest him 
the desperado fired two shots, but 
without his usual luck, neither bullet 
taking effect. Without waiting for fur­
ther fighting Tracy made a dash down 
the valley leading south from the barm 
and headed for the brush.

In an Instant the man hunters were 
off In pursuit, firing as they ran. Com­
ing to a nock Tracy dodged behind it 
and resting his gun on the rock began 
a fusllade. Eight shots in all were 
fired by the outlaw, not one hitting Its 
mark. Seeing that he was not suc­
