I told 
you from the pulpit what then dis­
pleased some—that as you had been 
baptized In the Roman Catholic 
Church, your mother’s church,I hoped 
you would in due time be confirmed In 
that church. I am glad to know that 
you have been and that you are faith­
ful In your attendance there.

"You have also been most regular at 
our Sunday school and our midweek 
prayer meeting, always at the latter 
with a voice of God’s word to speak 
from the heart. I hope that the same 
may be said one year hence of all the 
members—at least of all the officers of 
the congregation.

“I told you th^ Word of God was 
better than our cathechism, and that 
when you had got the Gospel of St. 
John by heart I would give you a cross 
like the one I wear on my watch chain. 
Though you have not completed it, 
this is my last Sabbath here, and I am 
glad to give it to you now, I know 
you will be gloriously Joyful at what 
I am golnrf to tell you, but I fear I 
may startle some who think that only 
Presbyterians or only Protestants will 
go to heaven. Yet I cannot startle 
them as much as Jesus angered some 
elders In Hie day.

"I saw Cardinal Gibbons last week 
and told him all the facts In this mat­
ter, and His Eminence graciously pro­
mised that if I would send him the 
cross he would bless It I did so.

ST. ANDREWS, N. B., Aug. 30.—St 
Andrews was en fete today In honor 
of the visit of the Foresters to town.

Supply is Diminishing Owing to Increased Demand for 
Rulpwood—Local lumber Conditions Not Promising.

* ✓Radcllffe The price of laths In New York was 

last week higher than it has been for 
many years, and the chances are that 
this week it will be the highest on re­
cord. Laths sold there on the 26th 
Inst, for $3.85 per thousand, and are 
now hovering round the $4 mark. It 
la thought that they may In a few 
days go up even as high as $4.25.

This Is unusual. The duty on laths 
Is 25c. per thousand, the freight from 
St. John 80c., or from the North Shore 
86c., and other charges amount to 20c., 
so that the laths which brought $3.85 
In New York were actually worth here 
32.60. At ordinary times they run from 
$1.60 to $2, and for a time during the 
recent spring the latter price was the 
average.

Regular weekly reports from New 
York lately state that receipts are 
light and the demand strong. The lath 
market Is, however, the most specula­
tive of any In the timber trade, and 
It takes but a comparatively small 
stock to materially affect the market. 
The demand may be strong one day, 
and the next the price may drop fifty 
cents. There Is speculation In this 
business, no matter what the price of 
the stock may be.

But at the same time speculation is 
not the cause of the present price. 
The supply of laths Is constantly be­
coming smaller and this Is due to the 
fact that the big mills In Maine which 
Play a most Important part In the lum­
ber business, are now using all their 
slabs for the manufacture of pulp, In­
stead of cutting them up Into laths. 
The outside of a log forms by far the 
best wood, both for laths and for pulp, 
and as the latter gives the best return 
with least expense, and as pulp wood 
is not as plentiful as It once was, 
these slabs are now being put to that 
use. Special machines have been built 
for taking the bark off the slabs, and 
there are now very few mills In Maine 
where laths are manufactured.

In New Brunswick, the Bay Shore 
Company, managing what was former­
ly the Bostwlck mill, at Salmon River, 
have one of these barking machinée, 
and all the prepared slabs, Instead of 
being cut Into laths as was formerly 
done, are now sent to the company’s 
pulp mill In Brunswick, Maine. George 
Cushing of St. John has also been 
using slabs with the bark, in the man­
ufacture of a coarse paper, but these 
are the only mills In New Brunswick 
where such a use le being made of 
them. At Chatham, laths are still 
manufactured, but the pulp mill takes 
a considerable quantity of ends of logs 
and such pieces as are not perfect for 
•awing.

This method of using the slabs їм 
thus materially reduced the output of 
laths, and New Brunswick Is now the 
principal source of supply. The de­
mand, however, Is also falling off, ow­
ing to the fact that fewer and fewer 
new buildings are being finished with 
plaster. Wood and Iron are coming 
Into more general use.

It Is related that one St. John firm 
not particularly experienced In the 
lumber business bought five million 
lath» In the spring at $2 per thousand 
and after holding them for a couple of 
months began to get a little frightened 
and sold out at the same price. If 
these laths had been held until now 
the gross profit would have been be­
tween $3,500 and $4,009.

As regards the lumber business It 
seems a little surprising that In spite 
of what has been talked of as a poor 
season the shipments from St. John 
from January 1st till July 31st have 
been 111,000,000 as compared with 96,- 
000,000 for the corresponding period 
last year. But what the totals will be 
at the end of this year no one сю 
foretell. All the mills are short of 
logs. They^are all anxious to secure 
some small supplies to tide them over 
a few weeks, in the hope that some of 
those logs now hung up may come out, 
and In order that their crews may be 
kept together. The cut on the St. John 
was materially reduced last winter, 
but If It had all come out and along 
with it the 35,000,000 feet which were 
in the ice above Fredericton, the sup­
ply would have been well up to the 
average. But Instead of this happen­
ing fully 50,000,000 feet have been hung 
up, the result being that the receipts of 
logs this year have been at least 15,- 
000,000 less than for last year. And 
with the exception of a few million 
now within a reasonable distance of 
the booms there Is scarcely any hope 
of the logs coming out. Should the 
drives above Grand Falls get started 
In the first or second week of October 
at the beginning of the fall freshet. It 
would take at least three weeks to 
bring them Into the booms. And by 
that time all the men who are looking 
for a winter’s work in the woods would 
be away. A gang could only be gath­
ered with difficulty for rafting, and as 
the river Is due to close at any time 
after the tenth of November It would 
be dangerous to -have the booms out 
very long. A rise of a couple of feet 
would bring down the logs now near 
Fredericton, but the others will not 
be rafted this year, even If they do 
come. Meanwhile millmen would be 
greatly pleased to secure a few logs, 
but there are none to be had.
