But is there nothing of real value 
in this agreement ?

There is.
Our Customs Department has in 

the past so operated as to produce 
uncertainty as to the amount of 
customs duties and other imposts— 
this is fo be avoided in future. It has 
operated so as to cause delay and 
friction, t now enters into a solemn 
pact to avoid these evils. It agrees 
to make provision for the prompt 
and impartial settlement o fdisputes 
an admission of the fact that in the 
pari, it has not been prompt, it has 
not been impartial. All this is good. 
Acknowledgement of sin may, in toe 
end, bring forth the good fruit of 
repentance,

Further, I read in to Article 16 
that the adoption of these new ru­
ling principles for our Customs De­
partment, the principles of fairness, 
abandoned, will be npplicable not 
only to Great Britain and the Em­
pire countries but to the world. HLs 
Majesty’s Gov^—'nent in Canada 
undertakes th"* tie customs admi­
nistration in Canada shall be go­
verned by sound general principles. 
That Is an excellent rule — it should 
never have been abandoned. To ma­
ke these changes in favour of one 
country, even of Great Britain, and 
to continue uncertainty, delay, fric­
tion and partiality against other na- 
tinos would be a crime against good 
manners and a fair regard for our 
place in the family of nations. The 
administration of our Customs De­
partment has been a disgrace. The 
inserttion of this Article in the agree 
ment concedes that point. There is 
here the affirmation upon the part 
of our government that, in future, it 
will have some regard for proper con 
duct even in toe administration of 
a policy of high protection — that 
is a concession worthy of commend­
ation.

That 
may await the examination of Par­
liament. The test of any trade agree­
ment must, in the long run, rest in

Do not be concerned about the 
color appearing on the sponge or 
polishing cloth when your car Is 
being washed.

The polishing 
cloth first must remove traffic film, 
which is the dull, sticky coating 
picked up by every car In service. 
The cloth may also remove a touch 
of the actual finish of the car, but 
it is infinitesimally thin nd does not 
mean that the duco surface is wea­
thering unduly. Removal of this thin 
film simply exposes the depth of co­
lor and lustre underneath. However,
