GOOD RESULTS HAVE 

BREN SHOWNALREADY

Paris, Dec. 3.—A report made today 
by the ministry of labor, as published 
in the Matin, shows an improvement 
in industrial conditions in France. 
Of 43,794 factories, the number in 
operation last yiear decreased to 48 
per cent, of the total, but has now 
risen to 81 per cent. The number of 
employed working men fell to 31 per 
cent, of normal last year, but now 
stands at 74 per cent.

In some Industries operations are 
now as wide as before the war. This 
is true of the metals, chemicals, leath­
er and transportation 
Others continue to show depression. 
Operations in the textile industry at 
present are only 11 per cent, of the 
normal compared with 48 per cent, 
last year.

There has been a marked Improve­
ment In the manufacture of clothing. 
Parisian dressmaking has shown an 
unexpected revival. x

Woodstock, X. B., Dec. 3—There was 

held a very successful recruiting 
meeting at the theatre this evening 
addressed by the chairman, Donald 
Munro, recruiting officer for the coun­
ty; Captain Tilley, chief recruiting 
officer for the province; Sergeant 
Norman Knight, Driver Arthur Greer, 
who left Woodstock with the First 
Canadians and was wounded by shell 
at Langemarck, and Hon. W. P. Jones, 
who has a son in the firing line. The 
appeal of Sergt Knight was most 
touching, and ten recruits volunteered, 
with more to follow.

So far as the records are available, 
the ten volunteers tonight make a 
total of 650 volunteers that left this 
town, many of them, of course, boys 
from other parts of Carleton county, 
since the war commenced, a record 
few towns In the Maritime Provinces 
can beat.

The theatre was crowded with an 
Interested audience. The Woodstocki 
band rendered several appropriate 
selections during the evening.

tions tor the purpose of preventing the 
late J. P. Morgan from becoming in­
volved. Although he made it clear 
that Mr. Morgan was not involved in

Paris, Dec. 3—A difference has 
arise if between the United States and 
Greece in regard to settlements on 
international postal money orders.
