FUNERAL OF HON. F. S. RISTEEN.

New Brunswicker in a Foreign Land Laid to
Rest with Honors of Friendship.

That Hon. Frederick Samuel Risteen
bad ‘many friends was emphasized Friday
aPternoon, eays the Boston Tranecript,.by.]
the large attendance at the funeral ser-

vice, in the Second Church in Copley
square, where the pews were filled with
many who by their presence eilently -ex-
pressed the love and respect which they
bad felt for Mr, Risteen. There was a
profusion of beautiful Howers mutely tes-
tifying to the friendebip for this man and
to the esteem in which his memory is
honored. Many of thery Howers were ar
ranged in elaborate designs and in simple
clusters.

One ' noticeable offering was from the
employes of the Copley Square Hotel, of
which, eince its opening more than 10
years ago, Mr. Risteen had been the pro-
prietor. This remembrance was a column
fully eeven feet high, of white roses en-
twined with fesfoons of violets, the col-
umn rising from a large base composed of
many rice palm branches, ferns, Easter
lilies, roses, pink orchids and valley lilies.
Streamers of white and of purple ribben
held some of the flowers in place. An-
other notable piece was a large design of
calla lilies and rice palm branches, from
businesa friends. The Hotel Men’s Mu-
tual Benefit Association sent an elaborate
design, as did the New ¥England delega-
tion of that organization, made up of those
who, usually under the leadership of Mr.
Kisteen, have represented. the New Eng-
land stutes when annual couventions have
taken place, A This last- offering was com
posed of quantities of Easter lilies, Ameri-
can Beauty roses. and white .roses and
ferns,. The Woman’s Charity Club, of
which Mrs. Risteen has been am active
member and long the treasurer of,the cor-
poration of the Woman’s Charity Hospi-
tal, sent a large wreath of Ruesian vio-
lets and white roses with delicate ferna.
These were ouly a amall part of the quan-
tities of flowers sent for the service.

The service was couducted by Rev.
Thomas Van Ness, who paid a high trib-
ute Lo deceased.

The Hon. Frederick S. Risteen wae bora
at Jacksonville ,N. B., in 1840, and came
to Boston when 16 years old. It was .in
1878 that he first entered the hotel buei-
ness by Jleasing a emall summer re-
sont at Nahant, known as ‘Hood Cottage,
which he conducted for five eeasons. His
next venture was the leasing of the Rcee
Standish House at Downer’s Lamding, and
he also had a successful season at the
Point of Pines, when it was said every
other proprietor there lost money. He
was at one time proprietor of the Hotel
Clarendon. In October, 1801, he secured
the Copley Square Hotel, at that time
one of the newest and finest in the city.

As a Democrat, hig political career be-
gan in 1872 by his election to the com-
mon council from ward 10, with re-elec-
tion in 1873. In 1872 he was counfed out
by the common council, by one vote, his
opponent being the Hon, J. Q. A. Brack-
ett, Republican, but the council reconsid-
ered, and Mr. Risteen was seated. ¥or a
long time he was a trustee of public in-
atitutions.

In 1883 he was elected to the state
eenate, and was a member of the commit-
tee that investigated the famous Tewks-
bury alm house case, and a signer of the
minority report. In his candidacy for the
senate in 1889, he was defeated by the
Hon. Oharles Carieton fin, Republi-
can.
