NEW PULP MILL FOR MAINE.

New Project of St. John Lumber Compzny to
Utilizs Sawdust Waste.

_ Bangor, Me., Feb. 15.--One of the most
important enterprises recently projected
in Maine is the large pulp and paper mill
to be erected by the St. John Lumber
Oompany, near its new sawmill, three
miles above Van Buren, on the St. John
River, in Maine. This company owns 153,
000 acres of the finest timber lands in the
state, and has secured the shore rights
along the river from Van Buren to Fort
Kent. Last winter, before work was be-
gun on the sawmill, the company cut 7,
000,000 feet of spruce and 3,000,000 feet of
cedar, which is now on hand for early
spring sawing, and this winter its logz cut
is 20,000,000 feet. The sawmill was coin-
pleted last fall, and has a daily capacit
of 110,000 feet of long lumber, besides
shingles and other short stuff, while the
waste product is one humdred cords of
slabs and edgings and ninety cords of
sawdust every twenty-four hours.

It is for the purpose of utilizing this
waste, much of which is now burned or
thrown into the river, that the pulp and
paper mill is to be erected. Like the saw-
mill, the pulp aind paper plant will be
equipped with the best of machinery and
all the latest labor-saving appliances. Rail-
road facilities are good, likewise the boom-
ing and piling facilities, and with all the
varjous advantages of cutting logs on its
own lands, and conducting operations ‘on
1 large scale, the company expects to make
a success of its enterprise on the St. John
The officers of the St. John Lumber Com-
pany are: President, Hon. Charles E. Mil-
liken, of Augusta; treasurer, James W.

No Record Equel to It in the History of
Sp+ culatior.

It is estimated that since the beginning of
the year the speculative transactions on the
New York and New Orleans Cotton Ex-
changes have amounted to at least 50,000,000
bales. This means that in a period of about
thirty-five business days the entire cotton
crop of the United 'States has been sold five
times over.

It is probably not too much to say that
the history of speculation presents no other
record equal to this. Taking 15 cents as
the -average price of cotton during that
time, the speculative sales on these two ex-
changes have amounted to about $750,000,-
000.

During the high record year of 1901, the
total sales of stocks on the New York Stock
f@xchange were three times the ‘total
amount of swcls listed by the exchange,
in that year the nine most active stocks
30ld on an average fifteen times over. In
one day, two-thirds of the entire ecapital
stock of Union Pacific was sold. In the
stock exchange's record day of total sales
one-eighth of the entire capital stock of
nine companies changed hands. But these
records, though remarkable, do mot equal
that of the entire crop of cofton being sold
five times over in about six weoeks. While
the market value of the cotton which has
thus changed hands amounts to at least
three-quarters of a billion dollars, or
more than two-thirds of the national debt
of the United States, it has mot, of course,
actually taken that amount of money to
Anance the speculation. [But it has re-
quired a Very Jarge amount of gomney,
agpecially as, owing to the sudden and wide
Auctuations in prices, conservative brokers
have demanded bigher margins.

Such speculation as this is unquestionably
unwholesome, and its effect demoralizing.
It is not merely speculation, but over-spec-
ulation. The immense transactions in the
stock market in 1901 were the outcome of
the craze created by the boom in American
business, following the electi_o(n of McKin-
ley, and the great increase in the world’s
output of gold. The prosperity of the coun-
try was genuine, and the advance in the
orice of securities was justified by the eco-
nomic conditions of the country. But as is
zenerally the case, speculation which start-
od upon a legitimate basis ran amuck, and
in the volume of its tranmsactions and the
Auctuations in its price transcended the
bounds of reason. Tne stock market is now
paying the penaity of the excesses to which
it went in 190L ;

Similarly the speculation in cotton was
based on sound ecomomic conditions. There
was a good reasonm, in the statistical position
3f cotton, for the advance in price. . But
the speculation overstepped the bounds of
reason, and what was at first a legitimate
movement has gone to extreme and demor-
alizing limits.—Wall Street Journal.

Benjamin Atherton removed to St. Anns avout 1769 where at the time the
Loyalists arrived he is reported to have had a good framed house and log barn
and about 30 acres of land, cleared in part: by the Fremch. This land was near
the Government House, and here in early days,Messrs. Simonds & White established
a trading post to which the Indians and Acadians and some of the English settlers
resorted. - The store was managed by Benjamin Atherton who had an interest
in the business. Mr. Atherton was a man of ability and good education and filled
the office of clerk of the peace of the county, of Sunbury—at that time including
nearly all New Brunswick.

Hugh Quinton, Samuel Peabody, Gerves Say and William McKeen removed at
an early date to the mouth of the river and we shall hear more of them in con-
nection with that locality.

Edward Coy, Thomas Hart and Zebulun Estey removed to Gagetown. Some
facts concerning to Edward Coy are. related in a curious old book published at
Boston in 1849 entitled “A Narrative of the Life and Christian Experience of Mrs.
Mary Bradley of Saint John, New Brunswick, written by Herself.” From this
source: we learn that the Coys were originally McCoys but that the “Mac” was
dropped by Edward Coy’s grandfather and never resumed by the family. The
Coys came from Pomfret in Connecticut to the River St. John in 1763 and the
family removed from Gagetown to Sheffield in 1776. . One of Edward Coy’s daught-
ers is said: to have been the first femaie child of Lnglish speaking parents born on
the St. John river. The curious “cul de sac” in the river opposite the mouth of
the Belleisle known as “The Mistake” was formerly called “Coy’'s Mistake”’—the
name doubtless suggests the incident in which it had its origin.

Settled in Burton.

Zebulun Estey and Thomas Hart went to Gagetown while the war of the
Revolution was in progress. = The sentiments of the two were diverse during the
war. Mr. Hart was one of the committee who helped to organize the party that
went with the Americans, under Colonel Jonathan Eddy, against Fort Cumberland,
in 1775. He is described in Major Studholme’s report as “a rebel.”  Zebulun
Estey on the other hand is described as “a good man and his character very loyal.”

Naturally the large number of those who removed from Mugerville on ac-
count of the inconveniences of the spring freshets went across the river to the
Township of Burton, in some eases still retaining their property in Maugerville.
Among those who so removed were Isaac Stickney, Israel Estey, Mcses Estey,
John Larlee, Amos Estey, John Pickard, Benjamin Brawn, Edward Barker, Israel
Kinney, John Shaw and Thomas Barker. These were chiefly original grantees or
their sons, who all removed to Burton during the progress of the Revolu-
tion, excepting John Larlee and Isriel Kinney who went there in 1767. John Larlee
was one of the old time doctors, a man highly respected whose descendants now.
are chiefly residents of Carlefon county. Israel Kinney was probably the first
blacksmith in ‘the community.
