Meahan, in cassock and surplice, met him
at the foot of the steps and escorted him
jnto the palace, where in the great hall
the altar boys were drawn up in two lines.

A Magnificent Picture.

Over the throme and
round the pulpit was gractfully draped
the bishop’s color, purple with white,
while the candles on the altar were of
purple and white, the electric lights were
shaded by globes of these hues, and bows
of purple and white ribbon hung from
vantage points above the altar.

Immediately on entering the sanctuary
the bishop led the chanting of the joyous
Te Deum, priests and chair taking up the
inspiring svrains. This finished, the bishop
ascended the throme with Rev, W. White,
C. 88. R.; in the deacon’s place; Rev. J.
J. Walsh, sub-deacon; Very Rev. W. F.
Chapman, V. G., high priest; Rev. A, W.
Meahan, master of ceremonies.

HIS IMPRESSIVE REPLY

Mass for the People on Mount
Calvary and Other Places
Sacred Because of Association
With the Sawiour’'s Life — The
Pope’'s Message.

Ascending the pulpit his lordship replied
to the sentiments expressed for his priests
and people in the address. His wonds
were impressive and particularly so in the
marked stillness throughout the great
gathering, for all seemed to await his
utterances with the greatest expectancy.

spoke extemporaneously, but a mere
puinting of his words does not convey the
full idea of the impressiveness they had
when given ag they were amid such a
scene. His reply is here given practically
in full:(—

‘“Very Reverend Father,

=

Reverend

‘Fathers, my dearly beloved people: 1

have, as you know, lately been in many
and far distant lands. I have been in
places where the sentiments of Peter could
not but rise, throb and swell within my
heart because 1 was following in the very
footsteps of the Redeemer—and yet, know-
ing as you kmow that He is mot far from
here for this is ‘the Master’s house, here is
His dwelling place, and here I am again
with Him and you and among you; and no
where else could I say with my heart as
full as it is at this moment, ‘it is good to
be here.’

“Cold would be my heart if it were not
touched to its most profound depths by
vour demonstration of loyalty, faith and
devotion. Every little movement of yours
is of concern to me and I know you did
this not because it is me but becguse of
the position in which the Master has
placed me; the faith that is in you tells
you to do it; your faith in the church of
the living God. This demonstration is not
to me personally but as the head of the
diocese and is a manifestation of your
faith and loyalty and devotion to the Holy
See, mude to me as its representative.
‘[ have heard many words of eloquence
and grace and unction during the last six
months but mot one, if we except the
apostolic benediction, sounded one-tenth
as sweet to me as this welcome from my
faithiul priests and people.

“I went away nearly six months ago and

there was in going a gense of duty, of joy.

B

as well as pain—duty because as you know
it is for me to visit the Sovereign Pontiff
from time to time in your name, to speak
for you, to represent to him your progress,
faith and loyvalty and attachment to the
Holy See and the faith it represents. It
was simply a matter of duty.

“It was a joy, too, because for the first
time in my life I was to see the Sovereign
Pontiff,the Vicar of Jesus Christ,the succes-
sor of St. Peter, to whom the Master said
“I'hou are Peter and upon this rock I will
build my church; whatsoever thou shalt
bind on earth it shall be bound in heaven
and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth
it shall be loosed in heaven.’ With senti-
ments such as these I approached the Sov-
ereign Pontiff, Pius X.”

Audience With the Pope.

_ Not a sound but the speaker’s voice was
to be heard as he proceeded, the great
congregation all interest in the bishop’s
reference to his audience with the Pope.
“I need not tell you,” he continued,“‘what
were my feelings as I entered. I was quite
overwhelmed in his august presence were
it not for the amability, paternity and
kindness which marks Pope Pius. That
had all been known, yet coming into his
presence mmy only thought seemed to be of
the words the Master said to Peter
2,000 years ago, “Thou art Peter and upon
this rock T will build my church.’

“T told him of your faith, of your loyalty
to the Holy See, your piety and your good
works and appreciation, joy and congratu-
lation filled the mind and heart and lips
of the Sovereign Pontiff. After that he
conversed with me, saying when 1 'n.let
vou to tell you of his appreciation. “Tell
them, he said, ‘that the Pope loves them,
that they are all dear to him, and 4
make you the depository of apostolic bene-
dietion so that, when you return to them
and bless them in my mame, I bless them
at the same time.’ - .

“T went farther than Rome,Bishop Lasgy
continued, “but I cannot tell of it
all at present. it will come up from time
to time as the sacred mysteries pre.sen_t
themselves and the gospels bring the inci-
dents to my mind. But I went to see the
spots where the sacred mysteries took
place. -

On Calvary’s Hill.

“So we followed the Master through
many events of His life, bringing us a
last to the middle of the earth—Mount
Calvary. No Christian’s heart throughout
the world but would be stirred to its most
profound -depths by that Qalvary. I had
the supreme happiness of going up that
mountain and seeing the place where
stood the cross on which the world’s re-
demption was effected. A aplit is still
visible in the rock, which took place when
the Divine Master died for the world's
redemption. Standing by that split, 1 re-
alized as mever before what it cost our
Duvine Lord to save you and me. I remem-
bered that the precious blood shed there
nearly 2,000 years ago worked your re-
demption and mine. Though so far away
it seemed as if all space were annihilated
because the graces were at your disposal
at home as well as for me on the spot—
and with my heart filled with affection
for our Saviour, and with sympathy in
His sufferings I had the happiness of
offering the holy sacrifice on Mount Cal-
vary for you, and again the same in the
Holy Sepulchre. :

“Afterward we turned homeward, but
again visited the Holy City and again had
the happiness of a visit to the Holy Fat}mer.
Onece more we gained the same impressions
and our souls were stirred and our hearts
were filled again as he told us to bless our
people in his name.

“Tonight I have to thank you again an_d
again and in giving you the apostolic

{he Holy Father himself.

Referring again to Rome, Bishop Casey
said: “On one side, when we entered we
saw the Oolliseum, what the world exerted
all its powers and lavished its wealth in
erecting—the most gigantic of the world’s
 structures, It is in ruins, pagan Rome is
no more, the world's greatest efforts are
reduced to nothing.

The Other Side of tho Picture.

“On the other side of the picture is the
grand, lofty, magnificent, the greatest
church structure of the world&-the mar-
vellous dome of St. Peter with stamped
on its every stone the letters which will
never be hidden ‘Christ conquers, Christ
reigns, Chnist commands.’ This was our
impression looking upon the Colliseum
and St. Peter’s.

“Once again speaking of the Sovereign
Pontiff, he told me to bless you and he
would bless you at the same time and 1
will now give you the papal benediction.”

Bishop Casey, speaking to a Telegraph
reporter of incidents of his journey gave,

esting description of places in the Holy
Land which he visited and which he will
from time to time enlarge upon in his
sermons—the scene of the ascension, the
places where were enacted the scenes in
Our Tord’s passion. These and many
others were referred to by his lordship as
he reviewed his travels in that land so
fraught with all that is of ufdying interest.

Their party had good opportunity of
seeing all these so noted places, as the
head of the Fransiscans there gave them as
guide a German monk of the order who
had spent some years in the United
States and spoke English fluently.

His lordship also spoke eloquently of the
beauties of the Vatican, the wonders of
St. Peter’s in Rome, and the magnificence

jubilee of the proclamation of the dogma
of the Immaculate Conception. In con-
nection with this he said it was a wonder-
ful sight to see Rome the night of Decem-
ber 8—the Eternal City was ablaze with
light, churches, public and private build-
ings were all illuminated, the vast St.
Peter’s being almost a mass of electric
splendor. In front of the Spanish embassy,
where Pope Pius IX proclaimed the dog-
ma to the public 50 years previous; had
been erected a huge column half the height
of the St. John cathedral spire and: sur-
mounting it the figure of Mary. ‘Lhis
column was on the night of December 8
last aglow with lights from top to bottom
and twelve brilliant stars illuminated the
top.

Bishop Casey spoke of his audiences with
the Pope, of the great heart evidenced 'int
all the Pontiff’s actions, of the cardinals
and other church dignitaries. He also
told of hearing mass in Notre Dame cathe-
dral in Paris, of visiting St. Paul's in Lon-
don, of Ireland and of his pleasure again
in being at home with his people.

His lordship has been the recipient of
many congratulatory messages gince his
landing in Halifax, all extending hearty
welcome home.

THE TROUT HATCHERY

D. G. Smith in Town and Speaks of
the Important Work Being Done.

. A

D. G. Smith, the New Brunswick fishery
commissioner, is at the Royal. Asked as
to the progress made in the recently es-
tablished provincial trout hatchery on the
river Bartibog on the North Shore, Mr.
Smith said he expected to double the busi-
ness of last year. Applications for trout
fry have been received from Albert, Kent,
Charlotte and York, counties, also from a
number of private persons who asked for
from 4,000 to 10,000 fry to be supplied
them. In addition to supplying the North
Shore district ‘Fivers whence the trout are
taken to be stripped, Loch Lomond will
this season secure 50,000 €ry and a large
pumber will be sent to other public waters.
The eggs were removed from the parent
fish in October and November and the fry
began to hatch out about three weeks ago.
Mr. Smith expected they would all be out
in a fortnight’s time.

The commissioner said the results hither-
to had been most encouraging, and he ex-
pected to again double the work by mnext
year. He regarded it as important that
all public waters near large centres of
population in the province should be well
supplied with young fish to compensate
for the loss by fishing the streams and
lakes.
