GLOUCESTER'S LOSS OF IIFE AND PROPER-
TY IN THE GREAT GALE.

The Government has despatched the
Revenue Cutter Woodbury, and private
parties the steamer Commerce to Nova
Scotia co~st and other points of the late
marine disaster to aid disabled Glouces-
ter fishermen. The number of Gloucester
fishing vessels already rzported disabled
in the gale is 36. Of these 6 are supposed
to be total losses, repr ‘senting $38,000;
on which there wrs an ‘nsurance of $24,-
257; 25 others were straded, but are re-
ported as slishtly injured ¢ ed will proba-
bly be got ou. Five uthers were dismast-
ed or met with loss of sails, cables, an-
chors, etc. A moderate esti nate of these
partial losses including expense of launch-
ing and repairs, loss of time, etc., would
be $2,000 per vessel or $60,000 in all,
which would give a money loss to Glou-
cester of $90,000, in the gale, with other
probable losses to be reported. To this
