i Sociation through the operation of the 17bst section of the Inland Revenue Act, passed
H“ the earlier part of the present Session (which was reforred to them by Your Honorable
li°llse), and, haviog heard the explanations and evidence in support of the peti-
in‘f“,.they are of opinion that the prospects of the Association have been seriously and
Juriously affected by the operation of the said 171st section, and that the application now
ade for relief is therefore entitled to a reasonable consideration at the hands of the
Y0vernment.
