him came from council.

Morris was accused of delaying
the publication of the 1984
yearbook and withholding
photographs as a means to get the
remainder of the $2000 editors
honorarium. At a Jan 20 council

meeting the discussion centered
on honorarium.

“This is blackmail. To give
more honorarium would add
insult to injury,” said Senate

representative David McCann.
Rusty James, DSU vice-
president said the word blackmail
was too strong.
“Idon't believe Paul is holding
people to ransom. It 1s a matter of
getting the book done,” he said.

Morris said he doesn’t know
what the council is talking about.

He said he had planned to get
in the remaining photographys
in the remaining photographs
before the council meeting and he
has handed in the photos to the
new editor, Valerie Berryman.

The 1984 yearbook for which
Morris was responsible should
have been published last July.
Late yearbooks are nothing new
at Dalhousie. Morris was hired in
1982 to complete the 1982 book,
which was nearly a year late.

The 1984 book is now
completed, and will be available
in mid-April.
