Ans.—Feed a wide variety of grains, 
but principally wheat, with a little corn
in cold weather. Feed just as much as 
they will eat up clean. Give table scraps 
with a little meat scraps and cut bone 
every other day, all the grit and oyster- 
shell they will eat, and some skim milk 
or buttermilk, if you can spare it. 
Temper the water in very cold weather 
to keep it from freezing too quickly. 
Never mind the special food mentioned.

Ans.—Such cases as this are problems. 
If the clover is left, and is very thin, a 
poor crop results, which is often made up 
largely of weeds. It is doubtful whether 
the rape sown as you suggest would 
bring very satisfactory results. Better 
results might follow working it up and 
sowing with Prof. Zavitz’s annual pasture 
mixture of 51 lbs. oats, 30 lbs. Early 
Amber sugar-cane, and 7 lbs. of red clo­
ver per acre. If for hay, breaking up 
and sowing with oats would be almost 
as good a plan as any.
