LETTER.

MR. LOUIS VINCENT McBRADY,
K.C.

Amongst the names prominent in
the legal, Liberal and educational
ranks of Toronto is that of Louis
Vincent McBrady, K.C., and amongst,
those of Catholic citizens noted for
sterling manliness, strenuous activi-
ty in the cause of Catholic interests
and adherence to principle without
regard to consequences, none stands
higher on the honor roll than that
of the gentleman whose name is cit-
ed above.

Louis Vincent McBrady was born
in Audley in the township of Picker-
ing, Ontario, June 17th, 1869. His
parents, both of whom are now liv-
ing, are Irish, and have a family of

twelve children, of whom Rev. Fa-
ther McBrady, C.S.B:, Superior of
Assumption College, Sandwich, s
the eldest. Mr. McBrady received his

eérly education at the Public schools
of his native place, and at the Col-
legiate Institute, Whitby; from this
institution he graduated in 1886,
and immediately began the study of
law in the office of Messrs. Foy ani
Kelly, where he remained until call-
ed to the Bar in 1891, Toronto has
been the scene of his subsequent car-
eer. He began practice as one of Lhe
firm of Mulvey and’ McBrady, and on
its dissolution in 1897, became a
partner of the present firm of Mec-
Brady ‘and O’Connor, In 1902 he
was appointed King’s Counsel, and
has since acted for the Crown in a
number of cases.

In political life Mr. McBrady has
taken an active part in the Liberal
interest and the majority of the coun-

stituencies , of the province have
known him when at different times
he has stumped the country in the
Liberal cause. As a speaker he is

fluent and forceful—facts which Te-
speak him a popular and favorable
hearing wherever his name is
nounced.

As an instance of the many things
he has done for his party we may
quote his great effort in May last
when as candidate for Parliament he
nade his appearance in East ‘l'oron-
to. a Conservative stronghold, and
