There were 8re ears of us all going for provis­
ions. At last we landed in Louisville, and found 
to our disappointment (?) the inducements were 
so small for buying there that the only alterna­
tive left was to go to the great fountain head at 
Cincinnatti and buy what we wanted. We all 
went across the river into Indiana, every soul of 
ns, and got aboard the cars for Cincinnati.

Just before the train was to start an old man 
arose and made this remark ; “ Gentlemen, I 
don’t know how you all feel, but I thank God 
that I am on free soil once more !" Oh ! you 
should have beard the shout that went up. 
Every man of us had been fleeing from South­
ern traitors, and dared not avow it to each other. 
We all got out of the cars again upon the plat­
form, and there refreshed our throats with three 
loud cheers for Freedom.

The Missionary Committee, met at S P. M. 
By the Report, which was submitted, it appear­
ed, that owing to the great depression in trade, 
during the past year, there was a serious falling 
off in the receipts of the Society. Arrangements 
were made for holding the Annual Meeting of 
the Society, on Wednesday, the 26th, at half- 
past 7 P. M.

The religious services on the week nights, and 
on Sunday, were conducted by the Ministers, 
named in the published programme. Their min­
istrations were characterised by great faithful­
ness, and the deep seriousness of the particu­
lar large congregations which attended, was evi­
dence of the presence of much of Divine influ­
ence.

The President, in his address from the chair, 
intimated that the effort, of this Missionary Soci­
ety did not merely regard heathen lands, but they 
had reference also to British Colonics. The most 
successful missions of the world had been those 
to the United States, British America, Australia, 
Ac. Here have been raised up great Churches, 
which are themselves now engaged in carrying 
forward the Missionary enterprise ; and where 
has been given the greatest success to such ef­
fort, but where the English tongue is spoken, 
where are found the people whom God intends 
to govern the world, to convert the world ? If 
England had neglected to give the Gospel to 
these Colonies, they would have degenerated 
into heathenism. Future historians will do 
justice to Methodist Missions in these lands.— 
The Missionary Society went on the principle of 
“ beginning at Jerusalem," but not staying there, 
and now we have large Missions in connection 
with the Colonial Churches.

Close of the Canada Conference.
On Monday afternoon (June 10) Reports con­

cerning the Book-Room and Guardian Office 
were given to the Conference. A free and 
lengthy expression of opinions and feelings took 
place on the presentation of the* reports, oc­
cupying the remainder of this day and part of 
the next. On Tuesday morning, immediately 
after the adoption of the reports, the election 
of “our Editor" transpired. The announce­
ment of a new election in the Conference room 
electrifies the members of Conference in much 
the same way as the announcement of a general 
election awakens the whole Fro vines to action. 
The ballots speedily passed around, and the 
Conference showed its appreciation of the ability 
and faithfulness of the present editor by re-elect­
ing him by a nearly unanimous ballot.

On Tuesday afternoon, the Financial Report 
of Victoria College was very ably presented by 
the Bursar, J. H. Durable, Esq. The afternoon, 
the evening, and the following morning were 
well employed in considering the affairs of our 
beloved University at Cobourg. Affection fur 
Victoria College, and attachment to it, greatly 
increase, as year after year, attention is directed 
to its «creasing usefulness ; and, fully satisfied 
of their position on the important University 
Question of the day, the members of Conference 
are more than ever determined to maintain thaï 
position and contend for equal rights for thi 
whole community.

On Wednesday afternoon the election foi 
President and Co-Delegate took place. In the 
election for President, the ballot stood thus :— 
Dr. Stinson 175 votes. In acknowledging the 
honour conferred upon him he said—“ I am 
gratified with this vote because / honour Hu 
judgment of this Conference. I differ from Dr. 
Jobson, who was sent by the British Conference 
to preside over the Australian Conference, in 
two things. Firstly, 1 do not think the Australian 
Conference more important than our own. As 
Canada is the brightest colonial gem in the dia­
dem of Her Majesty, so the Canadian is the 
most important Conference in affiliation with 
the Parent body. Secondly, Dr. Jobson declar­
ed before the Australian Conference that no 
man ever went forth with so little instruction as 
himself. In this he certainly was wrong, for 1 
never received a line of instruction. The British 
Conference believed that I would do right as far 
as I knew how, and that you would put me right 
when I went wrong. We have a vast agency, a 
vast field of labour, a sound Christian Theology, 
a solid Discipline, and by the bleating of God 
we shall prosper. I cast my self upon God and 
upon you, and am prepared to go anywhere, 
not only where I am needed, but where I am 
needed most.”

The Conference then proceeded to elect the 
Co-Delegate. At the first ballot there was not 
e majority of the whole, and consequently no 
election, but upon the second, the vote, omitting 
many scattered among excellent brethren whom 
the Conference would delight to honour, stood 
thus :—Spencer, 38 ; Muagrove, 149 ; snd the 
Chairmen of the Chatham District was declared 
elected. Thanking the Conference for their 
distinguishing regard, he said that he entirely 
■greed with the President in his opinion of the 
judgment of the Conference. He believed it 
was “ all right." He came to the country thirty 
years ago, a Local Preacher, and having been 
entreated to enter the travelling connexion, he 
did so.

This was one of the most inter­
esting episodes of this Conference.

On this (Wednesday) evening a very large 
and respectable audience as-entitled to bear a 
lecture on Education, by Dr. Ryerson.

The Peace Society and the War in 
Amena*.

The Peace Society has isued the following 
address to the people of the United States ;—

“ Friends and Fei.lo«-Christian s, —It is 
in no presuming or dictatorial spirit that we 
venture to address to you '.be* few words of 
earnest sympathy and reap, ctfiil expostulation 
in reference to the perilous crisis in your nation­
al history through which you are now pasting. 
But having been labouring, in our humble mea­
sure, in promoting peace on earth upon the 
broad principles of our common Christianity, w* 
cannot but feel how deeply tiiat cause to which 
we are devoted is implicated in the result of the 
experiment now being enacted in your country.

“ We do not feel ourse! ve- either competent, 
or entitled, to offer any suggestion as to the best 
method of solving those internal difficulties 
ehich now agitate your grea’ commonwealth.— 
But we venture confidently to state that the 
worst of all solutions that ca i be attempted is a 
iraticidal war, which must, however long and 
■iercely it may be waged, ".eat e the merits of the 
questions in dispute wholly untouched, while it 
lannot fail to exasperate into tenford malignity 
he feelings of alienation.which already exist.— 
•Var, under any circumstances, and between any 
sections of the human race, is an evil which rea­
son, religion, and humanity, cannot bewail too 
oitterly. But a civil war in a nation like your 
swn, one of the very foremost among the na­
tions of earth in intelligence, civilization, and 
Christian enlightenment—a war among men of 
the same race, language and religion—a war 
which would involve neighbours, friends, bro- 
hers—members of the same Christian commo­
tions, children, it may be, or the same family, 
m mad and murderous conflict with each other, 
would be a spectacle at which all mankind would 
-tand aghast in horror and dismay—a spectacle 
which, more than any event which ha* occurred 
'or ages, would smite with discouragement and 
ill but despair the friends of human progrew 
hroughout the world.
“ For a long time past, thoughtful and philan- 

hropic men, witnessing with sorrow the distract­
'd and divided condition of the Old World, and 
he ferocious and sanguinary wars to which these 
national antipathies have led. have fondly cher­
ished the hope that the time might come when 
the several States of Europe might be so far 
federated together as to be brought under the 
jurisdiction of a common tribunal which should 
decide their differences without having recourse 
to the irrational arbitrament of the sword. In 
support of the practicability of such a measure, 
they have been hitherto wo it to appeal trium­
phantly to the admirable example and illustra­
tion of such a system presented in your country. 
But the effect will be disheartening and disas­
trous to the last degree if it be now found that 
pin, Christian brethren, who had the immense 
advantage of growing up side by tide into free 
communities, exempt from those hereditary pre­
judices which have struck their roots to Jeep into 
the soil of Europe, can find no better means of 
adjusting your differences than by having recourse 
to the old expedient of barb trism and blood, of 
which even Europe is beginning to be ashamed 
for its combined folly and brutality.

“ Permit us also respectfully to remind you 
that the evils of war—at we know to our bitter 
coast in the Old World—do not end with itself. 
Jn the contrary, it bequeath* to posterity a 
-mister legacy of hatreds, jealousies, and rival- 
rin, which poison the blood of nations for ages, 
and entail upon them burdens hardly le* crush­
ing than those of actual war. The enormous 
military establishment» that are now sitting like 
an incubus on the heart of Europe, all but suf­
focating its life, are the penalties we have to 
pay for the conflicts into w hich our ancestors 
plunged, often in reference to questions which 
all men now can see might have been easily ad­
justed without a blow, if passion had not been

ITS GREATNESS.

The British Empire is without a parallel on 
the page of history. Our free-born countrymen 
may well glory in the inheritance which a gra­
cious Providence has secured to them. An 
ancient nation—in memory of it* mere)-—was 
commaflSed thus ; “ Walk about Zion, and go 
round about her ; tell the towers thereof. Mark 
ye well her bulwarks, consider her palaces ; that 
ye may tell it to the generation following. For 
this God is our God for ever and ever : he will 
be our guide even unto death.” It is not in the 
spirit of vain boasting, or ot defiance towards 
other nations, but of thorough Christian patri­
otism, that we ask our readers to look at the 
greatness of their fatherland. England is great 
in its geographical extent. It has been stated, 
with a curious minuteness, that Queen Victoria 
reigns over one entire continent, a hundred 
peninsulas, five hundred promontories, a thou­
sand lakes, two thousand rivers, and ten thou­
sand islands. “ We have overrun a greater ex­
tent of territory than Attila ever ruled. We 
have subdued more kingdoms than Alexander of 
Macedon. We have dethroned more monarchs 
—if it be anything to our credit—than Napo­
leon, in the plenitude of his power ; and are have 
gained to ourselves a larger geographical area 
titan Tamerlane, the Tartar, ever spurred his 
horse's hoof across." Set forth on a voyage 
from the Thames, to visit and inspect the pos­
sessions of old England, and when your work is 
done, you will have made the cirrum-navigation 
of the globe.

This country is great in its population. The 
recent census returns will tell us of the many 
millions who occupied the dwellings of the 
United Kingdom on a particular night, but these 
will give us no idea of the multitudes who ex- 
ultingly call Victoria their Queen. In one out­
lying part of territory alone two hundred mil­
lions of people acknowledge her role. Men ol 
every grade in society, of every colour of skin, 
of every shape of head, and of every variety ot 
condition and occupation, are our fellow-subjects. 
Not only the Anglo-Saxon proper, but the Gaul, 
and the Greek, and the Mohammedan, and the 
Hindoo, and the African, and the Chinaman, 
would each take off his hat in the presence ol 
our royal mistress, and wy, “ She is my sover­
eign.” Men of well-nigh every colour and lan­
guage are found in our army and navy, and are 
ready to fight to the death under our country’s 
flag ; so that the statement of the great Ameri­
can orator ia as true as it is beautiful, “ Britain's 
morning drum-beat, keeping time with the hours, 
encircles the earth with one unbroken strain o; 
the martial tin of England.”

Our land ia great in its financial resources ; 
one proof of which, however paradoxical it mat 
seem, is found in the national debt of between 
eight and nine hundred million». Is there ano­
ther country in the world whose back would not 
be broken by such a burden ? But John Bull 
carries it with ease. We do not mean that our 
immense taxation passes unchallenged ; for an 
Englishman would be an Englishman no longei 
if he could not grumble ; but somehow, hi. 
grumbling ia always succeeded by a smile, ami 
the Income-tax is paid. It is impossible to wan­
der either through the agricultural or manufac­
turing districts of the country, and mark the 
richness and luxury of the one, as well as the 
hum and enterprise of the other, without being 
impressed with its teeming wealth. Some of our 
princely merchants and money-lenders could 
readily buy up a considerable continental king­
dom with the surplus of their business capital. 
There ia as diuch gold ordinarily lying in the 
cellars of the Bank of England as would turn 
tde brain of an Eastern sultan and all hi* pasha*, 
if they could but look at it, and have the chance 
of handling it.

England is great in its influence upon nations. 
Its alliances are everywhere sought and appre­
ciated. A sentence from the throne, or from the 
lips of a minister of state, will career its way 
through nationalities, giving hop* to the down­
trodden, and striking with fear or vexation the 
very heart of the tyrant. There ia the world­
wide assurance felt that though our executive 
deals not in honied phrase, and is very out­
spoken in its utterances, it always means w hat 
it says, and is ever to be found on the tide of 
humanity and right

Our country is great in eloquence. Taken as 
a whole, the Forum was never better represented, 
the Bar and the Bench were never upheld with 
greater dignity and power ; and the Pulpit, 
whether of the Established or Nonconforming 
Church», was never in greater strength and 
glory than at this moment

England is great in it* nobility, and greater 
■till in the purity of its court and the grandeur 
of it* throne.

We therefore endorse the statement that “ the 
Assyrian Empire was never so wealthy ; the 
Roman Empire was never so populous ; the 
Persian Empire was never so extensive ; the 
Carthaginian Empire was never so much dreaded; 
the Spanish Empire was never so widely dif­
fused." And we wish especially to say, that 
that greatness of which we boast it to be traced 
to, and accounted for by, our Protestant Chris­
tianity. This is the brightest gem in our national 
coronet. It is the lightning-conductor stretched 
over the kingdom to save us from the wrath 
w hich our national tin has invoked ; it i* the 
salt which the prophet threw into the waters by 
which they were healed, and the land vu made 
fruitful We owe our greatne* to our religion 
—to our Protestant religion. Popery carries 
with it “ blasting and mildew" to nations, but 
pure Christianity exalts them to honour and 
strength.

The Pope:
A REMARKABLE DOCUMENT NOW CUUVLATINO 

IN PARIS.
In Paris the Pope is now attacked in small 

and popular sheets, evidently intended for circa 
lation from hand to hand, and for the instruction 
of those to whom a more elaborate invective 
would be inaccessible or unintelligible. One of 
the* publications, bearing the name of a printer 
in Paria, and circulating through the permission 
of the French government, is entitled in a spirit 
of bitter irony, •• Our Holy Father the Pope,” 
and is altogether so remarkable a production,

“ If at is said, he has broken faith with his 
people by making promis* to them which he has 
never kept I think that, after having exhausted 
their stock of patience they have a right to say 
to him, * Holy Father, we beg you a thousand 
pardons for leaving you, but we prefer to have 
for a temporal leader a breve and gallant King 
who keeps his word.'

“ If, as is said, he curses modern civilization, 
and believM that liberty ia meant for him alone, 
what is to be done ? Ia not a shrug of the should­
ers the best reply ?

“ If he mistakes obstinacy for dignity, the non 
possumus for magnanimity, Cutelfidardo for a 
glorious battle-field, the abductions of Mortars 
and Broth for acta of heroic virtue—truly, the 
infallibility of the Holy Father appears to me to 
be somewhat at fault.

“ If, as is said, the Holy Father is doomed to 
fall headlong from the summit of hi* temporal 
power, it will only be by his own over-balance, 
and because he did not think it worth while to 
give a substructure to his edifice by dawning 
the love of his subjects ; and that is our own 
look-out.

“ If the Holy Father followed in the atepe 

of Christ, proving to us by his conduct that 
he is the first disciple of s kind and loving 
Master ;

“ If, instead of reminding us of Peter’s 
pence end the patrimony of the Church, he 
spoke to us of a celestial kingdom and of the 
treasures of faith and morality ;

“ If following in the atepe of the Lord, he 
would drive the venders out on the Temple that 
the whole edifice should contain only works of 
purity, charity, and piety ;

“ If, in a word, he only gave us a command, 
the holy Gospels,—

“ Oh, then, we should vie with one another to 
give him a welcome ! A thousand voie» would 
shout, ■ Hail to the Pontiff we want ! Long 
live the Holy Father !"

“ But if he shuts himwlf up in his non )>oe- 

sumus—if he refus» to take one step to place 
himwlf on a level with the age. and to agree 
with Him who is the Master of all ages, we have 
but one choice—to do without him.

“ let thi* alarm no on*.
“ Hit fall cannot hurt us, because it is not he 

who saves us.
“ His name is not to be found on the lips of 

Jesus Christ or of the Apostles.
“ The first Christians did without him, and 

were none the wore* for it
“ In fact, he has entered the church with hi* 

tiara resplendent with jewels, with his cortege 
of proud prelates, holding out his foot to be 
kissed by those who approach his throne !

“ He has come dictating laws to the kings 
and emperors of the earth, claiming for himself 
alone universal supremacy !

“ He h» come with hi* mouth full of inves­
tir» for his enemies, and for those who do not 
submit to his arbitrary decrees.

11 He has come to abduct children from their 
mothers, to prohibit the clergy from marriage, 
to throw disorder broadcast into the Church of 
God !

‘ He has come shouting, ‘ to arms, to arms T 
and but recently we have all heard the echo of 
his, bellicose shouts, 1 .Stand by me, Zouaves ! 
Lamoriciere to the rescue ! Charge, Europe, in 
my name ! '

‘ And how can he, then, call himwlf the re­
presentative of the meek and humble Jesus, 
whose kingdom is not of this world, and who 
declined every crown, except a crown of thorn» ?

14 How dare he claim the name of Him w ho 
came not to be waited upon, but to wrve ; w ho 
had no place where withal to lay his head ; 
whose followers were the poor, and indigent, und 
sick ; s/ho came only to bless us and to save us ?

“ How dare be compare himwlf to Ilim w ho 
blessed little children, and restored them to their 
mothers—who declares marriage honourable to 
all men—who hat said,. ‘ Put back your sword 
into the scabbai i, for all thow who draw the 
sword shall perish by the sword ?

“ ' And Jesus Christ said to hi* dtieipl», You 
know that thow who role our nations treat them 
with authority, and that their princes exen-iw 
authority over them. With you thi* shall not 
be to, but otherwiw. Let you not be called 

«ter», for ye have but op* Master, who is 
Christ, and ye are all brother!.*

" Let us, then, not trouble ourselves about 
the fate of the Holy Father.

" Let us acknowledge Jesus Christ as our only

Death of Count Cavour.
Whether the excellences of the character or 

the difficult!» of the late count's position he con. 
aidered. the demiw of that illustrious individual 
must occasion general and heart-felt regret, and 
his removal will be regarded as a European loss. 
A French gentleman of great intelligence thus
described the late count's critical situation :_to
keep the Austrians at bay, and not to vex the 
recently annexed provinces, in their present un. 
settled state, by levying the taxes neccessaryto 
do so ; to keep on good terms with the Emper. 
or of the French, and not to alienate the petri. 
otic party by making any of the concessions 
which he demands ; to keep the kingdom of Na- 
pies quiet, notwithstanding the incessant intrig- 
uing of the Bourbons and the cardinals, and to 
role the Neapolitans according to the maxims 
of a tree government, and preserv e as much or- 
der as exists in Piedmont, where the inhabitants 
have not been degraded by tyranny, nor at least 
for one generation, rendered unfit for liberal in­
stitutions. The loss of such e man. w ho, from 
hi* diwrimination and energy, wa* fitted to grap­
ple with difficulties so peculiar, and to harmon- 
tie interests so heterogenous, must be regarded 
as a general calamity. As a statesman he pos­
sessed the high»t attribut» of greatness. Hr 
was eminently a constructive genius ; he had ex­
perience. majesty, calmness and comprehension. 
The most conflicting and opposite elements in 
hi* master grasp received solidity, shape, order 
and beauty ; and the higher qualities of greatnew 
were not maimed by thow foibles and caprices 
which, in too many instances, lessen the indu- 
ence and mar the majesty of character. He was 
a candid, straightforward, disinterested patriot ; 
and amongst the reliable and estimable men 
who might assist the counwls of Victor Emman­
uel, none poawssed a sounder judgment, a no­
bler daring, a quicker perception. Hi* concep­
tions were crowned with a triumphant success 
which has given a halo of glory to the reign of 
his illustrious master. Great honour is due to 
the man who saved his tire from losing a king­
dom, and who prepared Sardinia for becoming 
Italy, and taking her place among the first of 
European Power*.

But while we do not cynically d»pi*e, we 
must not childishly idolize man. “ Let no man 
glory in man." The Lord reigneth : let the 
earth rejoice.” The wise, the great, the good, 
are only instruments in the hand of an AU-wit* 
and Almighty Providence, and we must not sup­
pose that Divine purposes will be suspended or 
interrupted by the removal of an agent. The 
great cauw of civil and religious liberty is the 
Lord’s. He frowns upon the oppressor, and 
raises the downcast. Italy shall yet in realty, 
as she does now in prospect, in the purpow* of 
a Sovereign Ruler, enjoy a glorious future. Her 
regeneration is certain ; it is hastening on ; and 
althouglf'one illustrious and estimable agent, 
whose name will be enshrined in the grateful 
memories of millions, is suddenly removed. H« 
who putteth down one can raise up another ; and 
the great machine of Providence will still roll on 
its d»tined courw, and in the accomplishment 
of its appointed mission.—Christian ( ahinet.

Scarcely a week passes without some wonder­
ful discovery being made in reference to the 
precious metals. During the last few day* speedy 
tmens of silver, copper and lead, from Sauibni 
have been exhibited in the city. Gold has been 
found at Muaquodoboit and also near Porter’s 
Lake. A number of persons are now preparing 
to commence operations at the latter place. At 
Muaquodoboit, on Tuesday last, we observed 
two thin veins of quartz in a body of slate, 
which a person in company, very familiar with 
the gold-bearing quartz at" Tangier, considered 
very promising. At Tangier the prospects are 
brightening. One man who owns the fourth of 
a claim, which cost him $5 or $6, refused a day 
or two since to take £60 for it One cannot 
judge from the quantities shown in the city, how 
much gold has been obtained from the mines. 
One company has taken out about seven tons 
of quartz, which may be very rich or otherwise. 
Houses now spring up atTangier like mushrooms. 
From one to two days it the time taken to erect 
an edifice there. Seven stores are established 
for the convenience of the 650 or 600 persons at 
work.—Sen.

The HoBTicvLTt'RAL Society’s Garden.— 
The proprietors of these grounds have again 
made arrangements by which a military hand 
will play there two afternoons out of the week 
—Tuesdays and Fridays—during the Summer 
season. Yesterday was the first of these " band 
days,” and the Garden was visited by a pretty 
large number of ladi» and gentlemen. This 
place now presents a very attractive appearance, 
and an afternoon spent there is one of the 
greatest treats to be had about Halifax. The 
citizens of Halifax are under great obligation 
to the members of the Hurticultual Society for 
their public spirit in keeping up this Garden 
at so great a loss to themselves. It is to be 
hoped that they will evince their sense of that 
obligation by liberally aiding the effort, which 
ia being made this Summer, to relieve the 
Garden from the pecuniary difficulties which 
threaten its destruction.—Recorder.
