PROGRESS OF THE WAR

———

{March 23 to March 29]

AVING in mind the humorous poem,

reproduced from Punch, placed a-
bove this review, we feel even greater
diffidence than usual in summarizing the
week’s war news; but since the war began
we have never attempted more than to
give each week a very condenséd sum-
mary of the telegrnphe‘d reports appear-
ing in the daily newspapers during each
weekly period, nor have we essayed to
dogmatize, to criticize, or to prophesy in
regard to the operations of the war. We
have ventured to hope, however, that our
condensed weekly article might be of
interest to many of our readers, and for
this reason we have continued its public-
ation.

During the week under review there
was much activity at pearly all fronts,
but no oufstanding Success” or defeat
marked its course.

In the Western campaign the sectors of
Hautes dé Meuse and Woevre continued
to claim the chief attention; but, again, as
in preceding weeks, the Germans made
some further advances without reaching
their objeciive, Verdun. Further west,
on that part of the front where the Allies
are represented by British troops only,
the Germans lost some ground. That the
Canadians have been in some heavy fight-
ing is evident from the.reports of the
casualties.

The Russian campaign in - Europe was
prosecuted with great vigor during the
week, the Russians being mainly on the
offensive; and though there is great dis-
crepancy between the reports emanating
from Petrograd on the one hand, and
from Berlin and Vienna on the other, it
was apparent that the Russians gained
‘ground in their drives in the Jacobstadt
sector between Riga and Dvinsk, and to
the south of Dvinsk east of Vilna. In the
Bessarabian sector, too, théy were suc-
cessful against the Austrians.

in the Caucasian campaign the Rus-
sians continued their advance against the
Turks, occupying several towns after
severe fighting. Nothing transpired dur-
ing the week, of the operations in Persia.

Of the Mesopotamian campaign the
week provided little news, which does not
at all signify that there were no activities.

Concerning the Egyptian campaign
news was received of a successful bom-
bardment by British aviators of the Turk-
ish base at El Hassana.

From Fast Africa further successes of
the British troops were reported; but de-
tails were lacking.

In the Balkan campaign there was some
activity. on the Grzco-Serbian frontier
between Italian and Austrian troops; but
the outstanding feature was the bombard-
ment of Salonika by  sircraft

The Austro-Italian campaign continued
with great vigor on the Trentino and
Isonzo fronts, in spite of inclement
weather ; and ‘the Italians claimed some

In the Black Sea the Russian fleet was
very active, especially. along the Asdato-
fian coast, doing much damage to Turkish
shipping.

TH’E past week has witnessed some
lively scenes in the House of Com-

50| mons at Ottawa, especially during the dis-

cussion of the Prohibition resolutions,
and the demand for an inquiry into the
original Shell Committee. An amend-:
ment, moved by Mr. Bennett, to the Pro-
hibition resolution, moved by Mr. Stevens,
was carried on Monday night bv a vote of
66to 46. This has not, apparently, dis-
posed of the question for the session ; and
it certainly has not satisfied those who
wish the Federal Gdvernment to adopt
strong measures for the prohibition of the
sale of liquor during the war, at least.
The discussion of the resolution calling
for an inquiry into the transactions of the
Shell Committee, supported as it has been
by definite and specific charges of corrup-
tion and inefficiency, was continued with
gréat acrimony on Tuesday night. The
Gevernment seems determined to burke
an inquiry till after the war; the Opposi-
tion seems even more determined to have
an inquiry immediately. That an inquéry

WATERWORKS — AN EXPLANATION
———

works question we mentjoned having re-
ceived too late for insertion in that issue
a circular which had been distributed in
the Town on a previous occasion, and we
expressed the hope that we would be able
to printitin this issue. This hope cannot
be realized. The circular—a long one—
was distributed in 1907 when the question
of electric lighting of the Town was under
discussion ; and it has no bearing on the
present discussion of Waterworks. Itis
really apropos of nothing concerning the
Town’s welfare at the present moment.
If the lady who eent it to us for publica-
tion wishes to. record in the BEACON her
opposition to the introduction of a system
of waterworks in St. Andrews under the
scheme likely soon to be submitted to the
suffrages of the ratepayers, we shall en-
deavor to find the space for her to do so;

the circular in question.
