Considerable advance in this respect
thas been made at Messina, where, ac-
cording to official reports received
here, the supply service is beginning
to work satisfaotorily. The different re-
gicns on the coast have been allotted
to various warships 4nd other ships
as centres from which torpedo boats
and launches convey and distribute
rations and water to the different vil-
lages.
