Office cannot materially assist it. He 
is, therefore, at liberty to divert his 
attention to other matters,? Of these, 
by far the most urgent is the new 
developments of the war in the Near 
East, of which Lord Kitchener pos- 
esses a long-standing and first hand 
knowledge. It would not be unnat­
ural, therefore, if for the time being 
he were to devote himself entirely 
to consultation with the Allies for a 
settlement of that tangled problem.”

The Post says, editorially: “The 
news that Earl Kitchener has left 
the War Office will be far from en­
couraging confidence in the present 
Government, 
can hardly be regarded, except as 
another example of an unstable and 
vacillating policy.”

The Evening News makes the de­
finite assertion that Earl Kitchener 
will not return to the War Office, and 
adds that his great abilities and long 
experiences in the Eastern cities will 
be usefully employed.

The Globe, in its issue of Saturday, 
which was seized by the police, sticks 
to its guns and again asserts that 
Earl Kitchener has resigned because 
of the manoeuvres and machinations 
of politicians.

T)EAR BRO. GRIMES—This is abort
the first opportunity I have had of 

writing you since we landed on the 
Peninsula, and so I hasten to .accept 
it. knowing that you and the brethren 
of Atlantic Lodge will be interested 
to hear of our doings at the front.

Twelve months ago to-day the 
first contingent of the Newfoundland 
Regiment boarded the troopship Flor- 
izel, bound for the old country, and 
the Great Adventure. Many things 
have happened within that memori- 
able year. The battalion has been 
brought up to full strength and have 
been provided with an adequate re­
serve. It has finished its period of 
training and for two weeks now has 
had its share in holding the Allied 
line here in the Gallipoli Peninsula. 
Four of our number, already, are 
sleeping beneath Turkish soil. The 
simple wooden crosses over|‘ their 
graves all bear the same glorious epi­
taph. "Killed in Action.”

As you know, we left Aldershot on 
August 19th, embarking at Deevon- 
port. on the 20th on H.M.T.S. “Me- 
gantic” and after a splendid voyage 
up the Mediterranean, visiting Malta 
and Lemnos, enroute, we arrived at 
Alexandria on the 31st. We arrived 
at Alexandria on the 2nd September 
and after two days in Abbassia bar­
racks we went under canvas at the 
Polygon Camp, on the desert, midway 
between Cairo and Helipolis.

After only ten short days in Egypt 
We once again received marching or­
ders, this time actually for the front. 
After a sea-trip of three days we once 
more reached Lemnos on September 
18th. Next day we came up to the 
Peninsula, landing shortly after mid­
night. We made ourselves comfort­
able in “dug-outs” on the beach for 
the niglit. Shortly after day-break 
we received our baptism of shell fire 
from “Johnny Turk.” We stood it 
until nearly noon when we were 
shifted a short distance up a gully 
out of range of the enemey’s guns.

Several men were wounded during 
this first shelling, amongst them be­
ing our adjutant, Capt. W. F. Rendell. 
lie is sorely missed by all, as he was 
immensely popular with all ranks.
