FRENCH SHARE IN DRIVE

PARIS, Oct. 9---French troops on the Belgian

“In Belgium thig morning at
5.30 o’clock we attacked in con-

south of Houthoulst forest be-
tween Draibank and Weinden-
dreft.

" “On the Aisne front th®re was
marked : artillery activity, not-
ably-ip the region of the Pan-
theon.’

“In the Champagne we were
successful in penetrating the
German lines near the Butte of
Tahure. ‘After destroying the

“On the right bank of the
Meuse (Verdun region) the ar-
tillery duel eontinues in the sec-
tor north of Chaume Wood.
